And the hard pres-
ved treasury was richer each week by
|‘54.000,000 in ready cash invested by
'tactory workers, schoo] children and
a host of small investors throughout
Ilhc country,

| In its origin the British saving
i movement is similar to the American
‘(‘xpcrimcnt of _“thriftstamps” and
war savings certificates during the
|war. It began in 1916 when the Goy-
ernment was desperately in need of*
money from small as well as larg2
investors. With traditional cautiouns-
ness most Britons were wary of (he
scheme at first, but since then ijts
lessons have taken root and its suc-
cess has ben phenomenal.

The certificates which are of 16
shillings—$4—are for sale in Post
offices and in 30,000 separate saviags
clubs, in schools, factories and husin-
ess offices.

Four dollar certificates are redasn-
able after ten years at $6, thus briug-
ing 5 percent interest with them.

A
tremendous amount, not only of ad-
ministrative work, but eof actual-ex-
ploration, has still to be done in
these areas, and up till now "Delhi
dur ust” (“Delhi is far away') has
been cven ‘more true of Burmess af-
fairs than or affairs in other parts
of India. An independent Burma, left
to work out its own salvation, may
well be -expected to develop its own
hinterland with more energy  and
more national pride than a Burma
tied to the chariot wheels of India.

‘ TREASURE DISCOVERED
AT POMPEN
LONDON, Jau. 9—An cxeepiionally
important archaeological find is re-
perted from  Pompzii by Professor
Majuri. It consists o a valuable sil-
vice and a rich collec-

ion of jewelry deposited in a woode
en case. The table-service is for four
ns, and includes cups, tumblers,
carved silver vessels decorated with
scenes 'representing the Labours of
Hercules, a number of spoons in two
sizes, a silver mirror, a scent bottle,
and a large cilver jug. Among the
jewelry are two gold bracelets, three
