Report That Lenine
Will Retire Soon

STOCKHOLM, Aug. 4—The Sven-
ska Dagbladt is informed by persons
closely connected with the Russian
Soviet Government that Nikolai ILe-
nine, the Premier, intends to begin a
drastie change of poligy and then re-
tire. One condition of this retirement
will be that Leon Trotzky, the Bolsh-
evik War Minister, be left in commang
of the Red army,

At recently held meetings of the
Soviet commissaries the newspaper’s
informants say the question of giving
power into the hands of other social-
istic parties was earnestly discussed,
but Lenine declared that the best way
to check re-action, as represented by
Admiral Kolchak; head of the all-Rus-
sian Government at Omsk, would be
to drop power for a time in order to
prove that no other party was able to
reorganize Russia. This, Lenine con-
tended, would strengthen the Bolshev-
iki and enable them to resume power,
Lenine's views were shared by George
Techitcherin, the commissary for for-
eign affairs; M. Stoutchka, commiss-
ary of justice, and Professor Podrov-
ski, commissary of the interior,
