It was indicated the treaty would not be binding on
Tinland until the Diet had ratified it.

The severity of the terms, heard here over the Mos-
cow radio, brought shock and bewilderment to the Finns.
They had felt that if Moscow was seeking peace it would
be willing to lighten the heavy demands which resulted in
the war.

Instead, the new terms as understood here were con
siderably worse than the original proposals.
