ROUND UP OF DRUG ADDICTS, ditts when all replies have been re

PLANNED.

OTTAWA, Sept. 25—By an order
printed in a special issue of the
Canada Gazette today, some far-
reaching regulations affecting the
drug traffic in Canada go into force
immediately,  Every doctor and
druggist within the Dominion is to
be circularized with a view to
rounding up drug addicts, and meas
ures are to be adopted which will
make the carrying on of illicit drug
traffic practically impossible.

That the Government health of-
ficials are sincere in their effort to
clean up the drug  evil, and also
that ' they are enjoying nothing
short of wonderful success, is
shown by some figures given out to
day.. Compared with the three
months ending June 30 last year,
the amount of cocaine imported in-
to Canada for the same period this
year has dropped from 2,373 ounces
to 605 ounces, Cocaine has dwindl-
ed from $12,384 worth to $6,816
worth, Morphine has dropped from
11,098 ounces to 3,978 ounces, andd
oplum from 7,931, pounds to 992
pounds.

The round-up of drug addicts
will have to be carried out accord-
ing to a policy which will have to
be decided by the Government. It
may be that the Government will
keep the matter entirely  within
federal limits or seek the co-opera
tion of the provinces. At any rate,
the department is circularizing ev:
ery doctor and will tabulate a list
of names and details of drug ad-

‘| whom they had

celved.

Letters received by the depart-
ment from other countries 8show
that Canada’s method of overcom-
ing the drug evil is being copied in
several instances and some ex-
perts have gone so far as to de-
clare that the Canadian system is
the most comprehensive, most prac
tical, and, indeed, more successful
that any other system yet devised.
