Sermon preached by Rev., J. N.
Aikens, Halifax.

Every man that striveth for . the
mastery is temperate in all things.
1. Cor 9.25,

The word ‘‘temperance’’ has now
many meaninge but  the original
scriptural meaning was sgelf-control.
Paul ‘‘reasoned of righteouspess'tem-
perance and judgment to come.”
‘‘Add to virtuwe, temperance,’”’ ‘‘The
fruit of the #pirit is temperance.’’
In all ‘these quotations temperance
means self-mastery. %
Self-control is a' kingly virture.‘‘fHe
that ruleth his ‘spirit is greater
he that taketh a City.”” The man
who has taken a City has overcome
flesh and Llood but the man wha has
conquered  himself ds victor over
principalities and powers. It is
greater to ccmguer the invisible than
the yisible, the. spiritual than the
material.’

It is harder for some people to
maintain  self-control than others,
No man has any right to plead. her-
edity or environment as the sufficient
and complete reason for failure, Le-
cause for every man there is a way
of escape if he i9 willing to take it.
Nevertheless the influence of her-
edity and-environment must Le recog-
nized when we come to pass judg-
ment on a man’s strength, hence it
is better to fall into the hands of
God for judgment than into the hands
of man, for God knows us ancest-
rally and is acquafated with our
environment. In Gethsemane Jesug
in referring to the fact that the dis-
ciples had beea mastered by sleep
said—'The spirit indeed is willing
but the flesh is weak,’”’ and in Rev-
¢lation 2.13 we read-*‘I know thy
work and where thou dwellest even
where Satan’s seat is an'd thou hoold-
est fast my name and hast not deni-
ed my faith.”” There are some peo-
ple that are horn with dis-
positions that are naturally even
and quiet while others are - a
bundle of passtons grown birth
up. “Why do you not control your
temper?’’ said one man to another,
"I do was the reply—''I control more
temper in five mintues than you do
in a year.”” He had more to cont-
rol.

But every one may obtain self-con-
trol if they go about it in the right
way. The first step is to Lelieve it
possible to overcome.: We will nev-
er succeed while we blame our fail-
ures on other people. Some one has
said that ‘‘heredity’’ is what a man
blames his father and mother for,
and environment is what he blames
his wife and children for.’”” The real
failures of life are not those who have
tried and were defeated but those
who refuse to try again. The success
of others should cause us to hope.
We are not alone in the battle for

world.”” and while some have failed
many have succeeled.

sree. He that striveth for the mas-
tery must be self-controlled in all
things. Many blunder at this point,
They are willing to part with all but
one thing, and that thing opens the
door for grosser evils to enter. ‘‘The
‘tongue is a little memvyer’’ put ‘‘be-
hold how great a matter a litt%e fire
kindleth,”’ and ‘‘the tongue is a fire,
a world of iniquity, so is the tongue
among our members, that it defileth
the whole vody and setteth
on fire the course of nature and it is
set on fire of hell.”” A little thing
left unsamctified and uncontrolled
may cause us to be filled with hell-
fire.

Dr. Watkinson has a gsermon on the
subject—‘‘The discipline of the dis-
agreeable’’ and as an aid to self-
mastery we need this kind of discip-
line. It is not pleasing to the flesh
to listen tq an honest, candid criti-
cism of our life but it is a whole-
some medicine. ‘‘Let the righteouns
smite me, it shall be a kindnesu and
let him reprove me it shall be an ex-
ceflent oil which shall not break my
head.’’ There are some duties that
are disagreable but if we compel
ourselves to do them because they are
right the result will be an increased
emount of self-control.

The supreme example of self-mast-
ery is Jesus Christ. During all his
trial and crucifixion he acted deliber-
ately. ‘“When he was reviled, he re-
viled not again, when he suffered he
threatened not.”” When ome of the
officers struck Jesus, he quietly re-
plied ‘Ut I have spoken evil. uear
witneses of the evil but if well why
smitest thou me''? Unde: similar
circumstances Paul’s reply was—'‘God
shall smite thee thou whited wall.’’
Those who first visited the empty
tomd saw, not a scene of confusion,
but the napkia was folded and the
grave clothes bore avidence of uiet,
deliberate self-controlled action on the
part of Jesus.
