In a few days the Heavy Battery recruited here
will be off for overseas. The men are leaving home
and the comforts of home to do work that many of

| those remaining ‘at home would gladly do but cannot,

for various reasons. The work, however, is the work
and the duty of all although it falls only upon those;
who are physically fit. What share of it are the rest
of us goirg to take? Surely whatever share will be
required of us to assist in any way those who are risk-
ing their lives and braving discomforts and hardships
for us, should be cheerfully assumed. What is asked
of us is but a little thing, We are not asked. to take
any risks with our lives or our limbs, to endure cold
or hardship, toleave our homes and our comforts; we
are simply asked to contribute our share towards pro-
viding such comforts and necessaries as may be need-
ed by those who have voluntarily abandoned all thejr
comforts and who are going out to do our work.
Many of the friends of the soldiers will be sending
gifts of various kinds indiscriminately during the win-
ter. The history of such gifts in the past has been
that less than half of them ever reached those they
were intended for and a large proportion of those that
did reach were of little use. The men on the spot who
know the conditions are the best judges of what com-
forts are required and if they have at their disposal a
regimental fund with which these things can be pur-
chased their needs can be supplied promptly and sat-
factorily. The fund will be administered by the offi-
cers of the Battery who may be depended upon to do
everything possible for their men. With a fund to
draw upon there is little danger of any of the men
lacking for any comforts that may be procured for
them. '

It is worth noting here that the City of St. John,
N. B,, presented their regiment with $5,000 when leav-
ing for overseas and afterwards sent them $10,000.
This insures the men of the Tegiment every necessary

Tcomfort that it is possible to provide them with, and

it is only what they are entitled to

It is of course true that the Militia Department
provides all necessaries required by the soldiers. The
clothing provided is supposed to last a certain length
of time. It does not always, and when the clothing,
socks, shirts or any other article gives out the soldier
often is obliged to suffer. It is in such cases as this
that the battery fund comes in, providing such neces-

saries s may be required and when they are required.

Our men are shortly leaving. The fundy is needed
right now, befort they leave. Itis not a cha‘rity fund;
we are not asked for something which we have no
right to give. We are given the privilege of doing our
little bit in this, the easiest possible.way of doing it.
We trust the response will be prompt, generous and
worthy of our province. It is not too much to say that
$5,000.00 placed in the hands of the Battery Com-
mander will do more good to the men in that command
than $20,000.00 expended by people at home in pre-
sents, etc., of which three-quarters are thrown away
upon receipt. It is safe to say that up to the present,
no Battery, Company or Troop left Canada without
many thousands of dollars in their Battery or Com:
pany Funds, and in many cases they have sent back
for more money, and got it too.

AIll trades and manufac-
turing concerns, including agencies, whose profits have
grown since the war broke out by an amount in excess
of £100, are to pay 50 per cent. of the excess,

In some cases prices went up the day after the bud-
get was- brought down. There was an advance, for
instance, in the price of tobacco and cigarettes, as ‘well
as in that of tea, coffee, cocoa and petrol ; while motor-
cars from the United States rose. from 10 to £ 50 each.
Many complain that no new duties have been placed
upon beer and spirits. The duty on patent medicines
has been doubled, and one of 33 1-3 per cent. placed
on cinema films,  clocks, watches, musical instruments.
A commission controls the whole supply of sugar and
the new duty of a penny per pound is not likely, there-
fore, to augment the price by more than a half-penny.

The amount advanced by England to her Allies and
principal colonies to date is £420,000,000, which will
be repaid after the war. The national debt at the end
of the present fiscal year (March 31, 1916) will pro-
bably amount to £2,200,000,000. No duties have been
levied on foreign or colonial wheat; flour or meat. The
Government some time ago requisitioned the entire
British shipping tonnage trading with the Argentine
and bought up the meat at less than the price quoted
by the American firms controlling the Argentine sup-
ply, besides reducing the rate ordinarily demanded by
the ship owners; so that the British consumer is toler-
ably well guarded: The prevalent feeling is thus ex-
pressed 'by the “News of the World,” an influential
weekly :

“The country does not quail before its stupendous
responsibilities. Confident in its own strength and in
the justice of the cause, its resolve to win grows
stronger with every new call that is made upon it, and
demands which in peace time would be reckoned a
hardship are to-day cheerfully accepted in a spirit of
martial and patriotic self-sacrifice.”
