NOT FOR HEROES

AUCKLAND, N. 7, May 12 —
(CP)—An astonishing tale "of two
New Zealand seamen from H M.
S. Achilles who found themselves
by chance in H. M. 8. Exeter dur-
1ng the River Plate action avainst
the Admiral Graf Spee and covere
themselves with glory was told by
Captain W, E. Parry, captain of
the Achilles, duting the ship's visit
here, says the New Zealand News
Letter,

"After spending some time a-
shore at Rio de Janeiro,” said Can-
tain Parry, “I came down to the
wharf to get my boat off to the |
ship. I found it was not there, and
after some time I managed to get |
another boat. When I got to my
ship T was told the reason why my
boat had not been waiting for me.

“It appears that two seamen
whose leave had heen jammed had
taken the fast motor-hoat amd gone
ashore. They were not back at 8
a. m. when we sailed next day and
we went without them. Of course, |
in the Navy desertion is a serious
offence, and I found myself faced
with the unpleasant possibility of
havaing to ecall a court martial,

“The men later made their own
way down to Montevideo and they
finally picked up the Exeter, with
whom we had a rendevous. But
they were still with her when the
action started,

where they had done great work,
and when they reached the mecs-
decks an 11-inch shell came in-
board and urst, making a terrifio
shambles.
