What he doesn’t manage
to spend he gives away. For a
man who doesn’t even drink, he's
a wonder.
The topic arose, as it frequent-
ly has lately, over the fact that
Louis, whose fists have beaten out
total earnings of nearly $2,400,000
in the last 10 years is forced at
this stage to roam the provinces
with a dance band to pick up a
little ready cash.

“There’s a lot you don't know
about that fellow,” Jacobs grin-
ned. “In the first place, of course,
he hasn’t actually made as much
money as you thing. By the time
his purses were cut up he made
less than $1,000,000 tfor himself,
and Uncle Sam took a big slice
of that.
