in April next and will prcceed to this
port to be paid off. Commander Wymns
of H, M. S, Ophir, wlfo was promoted to
captain on the return of the Royal YackLt
from “her world circling visit with the
Duke and Duchess of Cornwall, may be
offered the captaincy of the Centurion.
The Centurion was Vice-Admiral
Seymour’s flagship. It was reported that
H. M. S, St. George would likely succeed
the Crescent as flagship of the North
American and West Indies squadron. The
Blake was mentioned as a possible
suceessor to the trescent, but up to the
present time the Centurion is the -only
vessel that has been actually named in
admiralty circles.
