G Pacific squadron of Admir-
al von @Spee had destroyed the
squadron of Rear-Admiral Sir
Christopher Oradock, sinking the
oruisers Good Hope and Monmouth
with the loss of close to 1,600 men.
The news of Cradock's defeat
had awakened the British admiralty
to the necessity of dealing decis-
{vely with von Spee. One of the
earliest acts of Lord Fisher, who
had succeeded Prince Louis of Bat-
tenberg as First Sea Lord, was to
despatch Rear-Admiral Sir Fred-
erick Doveton Sturdee, chief of the
admiralty war staff, to the South
Atlantic with a formidable squad-
ron. The two first battle-cruisers
built by Britain, Inflexible and In-
vincible, were withdrawn from tha
Grand Fleet, overhauled at Devon-
port and sent, under Sturdee’s
command to a secret rendervous—
Abrohols Rock—off the coast of
Brazil.

‘There Sturdee’s squadron was
completed, and when he steamed
southward to the Falkland Islands
he had under his command, in ad-
dition to the two battle-cruisers
already mentioned, three armored
cruisers, Oarnarvon, Kent and
Cornwall, and the light cruisers
Bristol and Glasgow. The last-
named vessel had taken ‘part in
the Battle of Coronel, buf sucoeed-
ed in escaping the fate of the Good
Hope and the Monmouth.

The Admiralty anticipated tha$
von Spee would enter the Atlantic
his career of
commerce-raiding or, orossing fo
South Africa, operate against the
South African troops then engaged
in thelr conquest of German
South-West Africa. In one partic-
ular the Admiralty’s assessment of
the German admiral’'s intentions
was correct.

British Fleet Arrives

Sturdee’s fleet arrived at the
Talklands on the morning of Dec.
7 and proceeded to coal. Canopus,
QGlasgow and Bristol were in the in-
ner harbor, with Invincible, Inflex-
ible, Carnarvon, Kent and Cornwall
in the outer.

On the moming of Dec. 8 the
watchers on Signal Hill reported
the approach of von Spee's fleet.
The German sent a light vessel
ahead to scout, and this ship re-
ported having noted the presence
of two British ships in Port Stanley.
At once von Spee gave orgers to
prepare for battle, expecting to
find only the remnants of Cradock’s
defeated fleet.

The Germans advanoced in line,
the Gneisnau leading, followed by
the Nurnberg, the Scharnhorst, the
Dredsen and the Leipzig, Mean~
while the British coaling operations
were almost finished; orders had
been 1ssued to raise steam for full
speed.  About 9:30 8. m. von Spee
oame sbreast of the harbor mouth
and beheld, to his horror, not Ora-
dook’s “derelicts” but a British
squadron vastly superior in eVery
respect to his own. The German
