HAMILTON, Barmuda, May 10—
The first reciprocal tariff action pur-
suant to Canada’s abolition under
British preference of duties on Ber-
muda and West Indies produce, was
suggested in the House of Assembly
here yesterday by members of the
Finance Committee, who recommend-
ed the placing of a twelve and one
half percent ad valorem duty on
British imports of feeds, flour, fruit
la.nd sugar. These —commodities,
whether Empira or foreign, have
hitherto entered free. Bermuda buys
two-thirds of its feeds, nine-tenths
of its flour and one-tenth of its su-
| gar from Canada at the present
time, the remainder coming from the
| United States. Fully nine-tenths of

would come into effect July 1, is car-
| ried. Action on the finance commit-
