MONTREAL MABKET

The chief visible influence in the
market this we2k wag the anxiety
which prevailed in all European cap-
itals regarding the possihility of a
fresh outbreak in the Balkans. Dur-
ing the greater part of the week. it
was feared that Austria might take
action to avenge the murder of the
Archduke Francis Ferdinand, hoir to
the Austrian Throne.

CANADIAN PACIFIC.

The week’s developm¢nts in Canada
