Competitions among {armers and
exhibitions of farm produce have
been held in Prince Edward Island
since 1820. 'In that year the first
exhibition of the products of the
Island was at Crapaud. The ad-

vertisement referring to it set forth inspectors of turnip fields reported |

that- “The inhabitants of Crapaud
and surrounding country are anxi
ous to open a market with Ram
shag'—now Wallace, Nova Scotia,
—*tq exchange sheep for spinning
wheels and chairs;” and “young
cattle of the best breeds from Cum-
berland, Nova Scotia would meet
with purchasers for cash or barter.”
Prize money was not, however,
supplied by the Government of the
Island until the vear 1823. In that
year a prize of £2 was offered for
the best carcase of ox beef shown
in the Market House of Charlotte-
town, and one pound for the best
carcase- of cow beef, IL was re-
ported that the former weighed
658 1bs., and that the latter weigh-
ed 394 lbs., but who the fortunate
winners of the prizes were was not
stated.

In October, 1849, a competition
for the best field of tnrnips ‘Was
Jheld under the auspices of the
Royal Agricuitural Society. The
