} The report of !,he Ontario Municipal
Power Comuission, ; which has been
completed, gives in detuil the result of
the examination of the project by
electrical and  hydraulic  engineers,
contractors and accountants, The
censtruction of a power plant and a
transmission line by the Government.
it is understood, is urged, and the
following careful estimmaves are given
of the cost of the work:

Cost of development, transmission and
distribution of 30,000  horse-power,
$0,634,000,

Cost of same for 60,000 horse-power,
$9,334,000,

- Cost ofsame for 100,000 horse-power,
$11,900,000.

The cost of power for manufacturing
purposes, it was found, could be supplied
for $17 per horse-power per year. Sowe
estinuates placed this fair selling price
at §15 per horse-power per year.

It was also found by the commissioners
that it  would be possible to effect a
reduction of at least twenty five per cent
in house lighting.

Thelast contract made by the City of
Toronto for arc lamps was at the rate of
about $65 per year per lamp. The
commission found that arc lawmps cdould
be provided for about $40 a year.

The commission also estimated that
there would be a saving of $1,350,000 each
year to the municipalities interested.,
