PARIS, March 10.—~The Govern-
ment's measure for mobhilizing  the
civil population which wag intro-

duced in the Senate, February 8 by
Etienne Clementel, Minister of Com.
merce and  Agrviculture, has heen
amended in committee of the Senate
by the inclusion of some suggestions
from a bill by Henry Berenger, sen-
ater from) Guadeloupe.  The . bill is
now ready to hoe considered by Par-
linment.

The report of the committee, in a
memorandum  attached to the com-
posite measure suys the civilian pop-
puliation of France has heen spentane-

ously and voluntarily mobilized to
the number of  many millions for
32 months, including  women, old

men and hoys, but in order that there
may be no idleness or wasted effort
it 1-;' necessary to organize compre-
hensively a civilian mobilization,

Voluntary Enrollment.

The principal features of  the bill
are, first voluntary enrcllment for
citizens of both sexes of allied and
neutral nations as well as of France,
hetween the ages of 17 and 60 years;
second, that invitations to enlist,
ghall -be sent to persons who dc not'
come forward voluntarily, and, third,
that those who have not responded,
either  voluntarily  or to invitaticn,
shall ‘he enrolled by the Government
and assigned_to work for which they
are capgble. - The prefect for each
{lupm-lmom will be the chief organ-
izer in hig district.

Mobilize All Able-Bodied Males.

The salient features of the bill in-
treiluced by M. Clementel proposed
the giving fo the Government of the
right to mobilize all  able-bodied
males between the ages of sixteen
and' sixty, not now serving in the
army, who might be assigned to such
work for the mnaticnal defence as
their fitness and domicile made mogt
advantageous.

It has been proven that peat
fuel can, under favourable circum-
stances, be manufactured at a cost
that will leave a margin for profit.

For two seasons the Mines Branch
manufactured about three thousand
short tons of 25 per cent. moisture
air dried machine peat fuel, 'The

Fully registered bonds without
coupons will be issued in denominations of $1,000, $5,000
or any authorized multiple of $5,000.
