(Dunmy
dizcarded the club deuce on the
ourth round cf hearts.) FEast had
been shcwar to hold originally six
spades, .and he probably had no
more than four clubs. He had dis-
carded two clubs; if he had the
queen. it would show up cm the
secend lead frem dununy; or, since
outh weculd play the king cxw this
trick in any evenlt, the queen might
drop from West.
