The total fire loss in Prince Ed-
ward Island for 1942 was $164,282,
a decrease from the 1941 total of
$250,276. Of the losses in 1942, ap-
proximately 39 per cent, represent-
ing property valued at $64,711 was
insured, and 61 per cent, repres-
enting property valued at $99,571,
uninsured.
