Proposed
Terms Are
Made Public

Trenton Workers To
Continue Strike;
Other Plants Vote
Today.

OTTAWA, Jan. ¥ —(CP)— A
guarantee that workers in the
basic steel plants would recelve &
minimum wage of 55 cents an hour,
regard.ess of any downward fluct-
uation in the cost of living, was
an outstanding point in the pro-
posed terms—made public late to-
night by Prime Minister Macken-
zie King—for settling the strike
which has halted steel production in
three Canadian citles.

It was stipulated further that
if there was any increase in the
cost-of-living bonus which would
raise the steelworkers’ wages above
55 cents an hour, they would be
entitled to receive it.

A formal statement from the
Prime Minister outlined the terms
which were drawn up in lengthy
conferences starting Friday and
ending ear'y Saturday morning.

Nazis Are Dealt
Two Heavy Blows

U-Boat Base Bombed; Industrial

T LONDON. Jan, H—(CP) - The
R.A.F. dealt the Germam war
machine two amashing blows Bat-
urday night, blasting the ~boat
nest at Lorient for the fourth time
within 10 days and pouring a cargo
of bombs on the heart of industrial
western Germany, R.C.A.F. bomb-
ers participated in the mmash at
Lorient.

Radio - stations at - Berlin,
Koenigsberg, Leipzig, Stuttgart
and Luxembourg went off the
air simultaneously tonight at
7:15 p.m,, an indication that the
Allies were raiding Germany
again tonight.

Following up Saturday’s daylight
attack by United States four-
motored bombers on Lorient, the
heaviest bombers of the R.A.F.
and R.C.AF. unleashed a “great
weight” of high explosive and fire
bombs in a concentrated 30-min-
ute assault on the submarine pens
and docks there Saturday night.

Visibility was good, the air min-

istry said, and many fires were left
burning, Some of them, returning
pilots said, could be seen for 150
(\miles, Only three R.A.F. bombers
were reported missing from the
nhih“ expeditions. All the Can-
adlan craft got back safely.
' The Canadians flew Halifax bomb.
ers from the squadrons commanded
by Wing Cmdrs. W.D. Ferris of
Edmonton and M.M. Fleming of
Ottawa and the crews tm'eed that
the U-boat base “tooK an awful
beating.”

With the latest powerful blow at
Lorlent it became evident that the
Allies hope to flatten the French
port from which Nazi submarines
prey on Atlantic shipping, to knock
out its power plants and workshops
and pound its massive U-boat shelt-
e.s to pleces.

Lorient has been raided more than

50 times since it was converted into
a super-submarine base in the
summer of 1040, Its thick concrete-
covered stockades are believed to
accommodate at least 20 U-boats
and possibly 30.
