Reallocation
Of Areas is
Discussed

LONDON, Aug, 3— The British
and American chiefs of staffs dis-
cussed the reallocation of areas
and command in the Southwest
Pacific and Southeast Asia arveas
at Potsdam, the Foreign Office an-
nounced tonight.

The statement said:

“During the Berlin conference,
American and British chiefs of

| staff held daily meetings to per-| mutinv; using violence to a super-
! fect details of the co-ordination of | g
British and American forces in:

accomplishing total defeat of the
Japanese military and naval forces
and the unconditional surrender o
Japan at the earliest posible date
and to liberate Japanese-occupied
territory.

“The British will bring to bear
against Japan all of their naval,
land and air forces which can be
advantageously used.

“There was a discussion of re-
allocation of areas,and considera-
tion was given to the employment
in the war against Japan of forces
of other Allied nations that are at
war with Japan, The proposals of
the combined chiefs of stafl were
approved by the President and
Prime Minister.”

Speculation has been that Admi-
ral Lord Louis Mountbatten, south-
east Asia commander, would be
given the task of clearing the
Japanese from by-passed areas
such as the Dutch East Indiesnow
under command of Gen, MacArth-
ur. The American General would
thus be allowed to concentrate on
the Japanese home islands. Lord
Louis attended the Potsdam con-
ference, fresh from conversations
in Manila wm‘\ C.ien., MacArthur.

In' Washington, it Is expected
that Admiral Mountbatten will be
given a greatly enlarged command
area embracing the bulk of the
territory over which Gen, MacAr-
thur originally had control. That
is the area of the Southwest Paci-
fic which includes Australia, the
Solomon Islands and the Dutch
East Indles. The area, it is_be-
lieved, will extend from ghe Solo~
mons north and west to a line
running just south of the Philip-
ine Islands. It will give the Brit-
