Bitter Moslem - Hindu
Street Fighting
Spreads to Mill

Area.
BOMBAY, Cct. 18—(C.P.-Havas)
—Sixteen truckloads of British

troops were brought into riot-torn
Bombay today after 36 had been
killed and 40 wounded in the bitler
Moslem - Hindu street, fighting
which started Thursday.

So'dier: of the second battalion of
Durham Light Infantry were or-
dered - out after Lord Brabourne,
Governor of Bombay and Sir
Robert Duncan Bell, member of the
Governor’s Executive Council, ar-
rived-from Poona, the summer-capi-
tal, to take charge of the situation.

ROCKS TALY;
25KILLED

Heavy Property Dam-
age Reported in
Northeastern Sec-
tion of Country.

VENICE, Italy, Oct. 18—(AP) —
At least 25 persons were killed to-
day in an earthquake which shook
northeastern Italy and touched the
northwestern section of Yugoslavia
and a corner of Austria.

Property damage in the Italian

reported were from that sector.

Venice itself felt the tremblor but
damage there was slight. Dispat-
ches from Trieste said the Croatian
capital Zagreb and the impor-
tant town of Lublano were thrown
into panic by the quake.

Fifteen were killed in the Italian
province of Caneva di Sacile, am-
ong ‘the mountains in the province
of Friuli. = The earthquake killed
one and injured six at Aemeliano.

Several hundred houses, churches
and even castles were knocked
down.

There was panic through the pro-
vince of Carnia Treviso.

Thousands of persons in night
clothes rushed into the open and
spent the rest of the night outside
their homes. Many drove frantic-
ally away from the region.
