As Mr. Todd savs, the auction
companies cannot make the mar-
ket. There was a time not so long
ago when the fox rancher could
make the market but he failed to
do so. Last year the mink men
were making their own marke. and
mink are selling just es well today
as they were selling last Spring,
although at lower figures and the
reason is that women are buying
mink scarfs. Retailers here do mot,
take the trouble to push foxes,
the reason being that he finds mink
easler to sell and gets a quick turn-
over at a good profit.

The sole record of this bizd in
the 1016 Teachers’ Bulletin, states
that a Caspian Tern was taken at
Tracadle in 1905 As with many
other birds on our list gunners see
no advantage in shooting them, so
records are few.

Like all the Laridae, terns are
light end graceful fliers, and it is
noticeable that they fly with the
bill pointing downwards. The Cas-
pian Tern feeds on small fishes,
but as it is believed to be a disap-
pearing species, it is unlikely to
do much harm.

THE POTATO (3)

About the¢ middle of the last
century, the potato crop in Ireland
failed and a dreadful famine en-
sued. The Irith people had learn-
ed to depend on the tuber almost
entirely Tt was eisily cultivated
and yielded in such a ratio that
one man's labor could feed 40 peo-
ple The climate was so mild that
the Cottars who grew the potatoes,
began to leave them in the ground
and dig them as needed in the
‘winter. At last a freak winter
(1793) partially froze the crop, and
a famine resulted. This however
was not as disastrous as the fam-qg
ine of 1845 in which 250,000 people
perished. England sent across the
Irish Channel 3,000,000 cooked
meals but transport in Ireland was
so undeveloped that many com-
| munities could not be reached. As
a sequel there was a great migra-
tion of Irishmen to America, and
one gathers from the pages of his-
tory that they blamed Britain for
driving them out.

The cause of the famine was the
“late blight” a fungord parasite
ahich reached Ireland from the
continent, probably from Germ-
any, even then a great potato-
growing country.

About this time, analytical chem-
istry was at ils peak and brilllant
chemists were everywhere resolv-
ing substances Into their elements,
Of these men, Bacon von ' Liebig
distinguished himself by his re-

searches into the chemistry of
foodstuffs It w:s he who gave to
the world “Licbig's Extract of
Beef”, which I remember as the

forerunner of the Oxo, Bovril, etc.
of the present age  Liebig (pron.
Lee-big) manifested great interest
in the potato and tested its effect
on men and animals, A remark of
his well illusrates the value he
placed on' the tuber as an article
of nourishment. “A horse fed on
potatoes end compelled to work,
loses weight: when he does no
work, his weight remains unchang-
ed.” He was saying that active
muscular exertion produces a bod-
ily loss by ‘“‘motor change” which
the tuber is unable to veplace.
What of its effect on the Irish
who at that time depended almost
entirely on the potato in their dlet?
Liebig pronounced “Raleigh’s dan-
gerous gift” sc little endowed with
the body-building phastic matter
that a man living solely upon po-
tatoes, must consume a very large
quantity to keep himself in health
and strength (even if he oan do
the latter) when undergoing any-
thipg like exertion ” From seven
to eight pounds per day Is by no
for a

means gau unusual asmount
Jaboring Irishman to consume,”
but analysis showed that ten

pounds of potatoes contained no
more nutriment than a pound and
a h:lf of good wheaten bread; and
tests showed that for long-contin-
ued exertion, the Irish laborer was
a long way behind the English-
man with his wheat and meat o
the Scot aith his oatmeal. More-
over Ii-tig remarked that the Irish-
man’'s constitution gave way ear-
Mer in life, and he was more prone
to epidemic diseases.

He sums up—"As an addition to
other and more nutritive food, the
potato is most wiluable; as the
sole article of diet, although cap
able of supporting life, it is a
wretched material, and any com-
binatlon of circumstances which
induces or compels a population to
depend upon it in too great a de-
gree, must be reg:rded as most
unfortunate .”

Analytical and Synthetical
