YORK COUNTY LOAN
5 FINAL DIVIDEND.

TORONTO, Nov. 24— An order of
the payment of a final dividend of 5%
cents to the shareholders of the York
County Loan and Savings Company
has been made by the Official Refe-
ree, J. A. C. Cameron. Previous divi
dends amounting to 50 cents have ai-
ready been paid, so that the share-
holders receive 556% cents on the dol-
lar from an estate that promised only
about 25 or 30 cents when it went in-
to liquidation in December, 1905.

The principal assets of the com-
pany was a considerable area of un-
improved Toronto real estate in the
Roncesvalles-High Park district.

The tremendous growth of the city
in that direction realized the vision
of Joseph Phillips, the promoter of
the company, ‘and accounts for the
comparatively favorable result of
the liquidation. The liquidators the
National Trust Company, received
$98,714.81 for their nine years’ labors,
but out this cape some $12,000, for
every dividendfthat was paid to the
lders.

mount realiz€d in the liquidation was
$2,342,6656.11.
