W. Chester S. McLure gave a
very interesting and informative
address before the Rotary Club,
at their wcekly meeting last Mon-
day. It touched on the story of
the fur trade, history of fur farm-
ing, and its past, present, and
future  possibilities. There are
few, if any, who can handle such
a subject as well. Mr. McLure was
a “Knight of the Road” when,
Dalton, Oulton, the Tuplins, Ray-
nors and Champions were, more or
less, secretly carrying on their
experiments in fur farming. He
early sensed the possibilities of 1t.
In 1911, he, with others, formed
the Royalty Company with four
pairs of foxes. This Company was
one of the great big dividend
payers in the years 1912 and 1913,
and continued in operation for
yvears afterwards. Mr. McLure
was one of the originators of the
Fur Association of Prince Edward
Island, which set up the first Fur
Consignment  Organization here,
with headquarters at Charlotte-
town, Mr. E. R. Brow also being
connected with it, as President.
