Socialism and democracy
contradict each other; and the English socialists
are honest enough to admit it frankly, We can
have one election to endorse the socialist plan,
After that—no more such nonsense.  No more
possible interference with the decrees of the’
planners. If anyone attempts to do so, the
solution is there: he is an idler, a shirker, an
obstructor. He is abnormal. e is mentally un-
fit. Off with him to a corrective institution.
And that is that.
