Late Australian papers ive -
ic accounts of the finding gl them:xg}rl-
tal remains of a young woman whq
had disappeared on' the 12th of last
March from the home of a man nam-
ed Alexander Smart, Aliag Arthur
Wilson, Alias Alfred Smythe, with
whom she had been living for nearly
a year, as his supposed lawful wife,
The particulars of the tragedy hearg
considerable resemblance to the Mi-
chaud tragedy, so lately investigateq
in Montreal. r

The young woman's
el Norrig. She had in company with
her parvents left the town of Balla-
rat, Victoria, and took up her abhode
in the city of Perth, West Australia,
80jMe years ago.

After some time a man named Wil-
Bon became rather intimate with Misg
Norris, but her parents objected to
their  being married, as he was old
enongh to be her father, and seemed
also to be impecunious. After some
time the Norrig family left Perth for
the gold fields; but this move did not
please their daughter Kthel, who
soon after forsook her father's home
and went back to Perth and joined
Wilson and passed as his wife for
nearly a year; until her disappearance
on the 12th of March, three days he-
fore Wilson married a Miss Pember-
thy, with whom he had been keeping
company for about eighteen months.
“The man had assumed the name of
‘Alfred Smythe when he married Miss
Pemberthy, and they continued to
live together, in seeming affection for
three months, although some of their
old neighbors were not altogether
satisfied with the excuse made by her
former employer, who said thaf she
had. gone back to live with her fath-
er at Boulder, in the gold fields.

Mr Norris became uneasy about
his daughter, from whom he had not
heard for over three months, came to

Smart working in a foundry, who
told him that his daughter Ethel
had left Perth last March and haq
gone to Ballarat to live with some
of her old companions,

Mr Norris communicated with some)
of his old neighbors in Ballarat, and
ohtaining no information about Kth-
el, he gave the case to the DPerth de-
tectives.

Detective Mann, of that force, after
yuestioning Smart as to what had be-
come of Kthel Norris, was told that
she had gathered up all her belong-
ings and had gone east last March,
but he did not know her address.
About this. time the lawful wife of
8mart who had lived in the State of
Victoria, put in her claim, and Detec-
tive Mann charged Smart with the
crime of having a previous wife' liv-
ing when he contracted the marriege
with Miss Pemberthy. After some at-
tempts at evasion, Smart pleaded
guilty, was arrested and sentenced to
two ‘years in the jail at Fremantle.

Miss Pemberthy now returned to
her father’'s house, and Detective
Mann, assisted by two plainclothes
constables and two ‘Black Trackers.’
began a two-month's search for the
body of the lost girl.

Some of the lost neighbors had no-
ticed a cart ‘without a light’ being
driven away from the yard of the
house, where Smart lived about the
time the missing girl disappeared
The Blacl Trackers tried to follow
the ‘spoor’ of the suspicious cart, but
the length of the time since the event
had obliterated the cart tracks, so
that the blacks could not follow any
distance. The yard connected with the
house was carefully dug cver and tne
floor removed and the ground under-
neath tested for evidence to assist in
bringing more light on the myster-
ious disappearance. The Black Track-
ers wera armed with long spears
with barba near the points, which
they thrust into the ground at ev-
ery spot where the surface of the
earth bore marks of having heen dis-
turhed. They found buried in the
yard a bundle -of clothing which the
neighbors identified as having heon
property of the missing girl.

After gearching the yard and house
thoroughly, the Black Trackers start-
ed to examine everv suspicious spot
throughout the city and suburbs,

During this search they found in a
lately filled trench another lot  of
clothes and other hslongings of Iithel
Norris, but it was not until the 16th
of last December, while prodding he-
neath the floor of an old vacant
smithy, that their barbed spears
brought to light some shreds of cloth-
ing. which bore the odor of decaying
flesh. Upon digging down the missing
girl’'s body was found, but decay had
proceeded so far that great care had
