KEEPING TOLL
OF THE DIVORCES
OF CHICAGD

The Numbers Of Divorces
Increasing AtA Rapid
Rate—The Causes

CH1cAGO, Nov. 3.—Domestic infelicity
ies as aired in the Cook County courts,
have increased at a startling rate in the
last six weeks.

Figures. based upon the number of |
bills for divorce, filed in the Circuit and
Superier courts last week, and the num-
ber of marriage licenses issued by the
county clerk, show that the proportion of
divorces granted in Cook County is 15
per cent, of the marriage licenses issued.
While 634 persons were married, separa-
tions were granted to g6 persons.

The records of the Superior Court show
a decided increase in divorce litigatiou.
In the week there were filed there eighty-
seven chancery suits, sixty-one of which
were applications. for divorce, Of the
sixty-three chancery suits filed in the
Circuit Court, thirty.five were divorce
bills,

In the same period one year ago the
total number of divorce bills filed !n both
courts were seventy-three. The increase
has come within the last six weeks.
