8T JAMES CHURCH,

In 8t James Church last evening the
pastor, Rev, Dr Fullerton, in a typi-
cally able and impressive sermon, paid
a glowing tribbute to the memory of
the soldiers of Canada who fell in the
recent historic battles in Flanders.
The service was altogether in keeping
-with' the occasion, the hymns being
appropriafe and well sung. Dr Fuller-
ton took his “text from the 124th
Psalm: ‘“If it had not been that the
Lord was on our side when men rose
up against ugs, then they had swallowed
us up quick when their wrath was
kindled against us. ... Our help is in
the name of the Lord who made
heaven earth.,” He said: ;

The words we have.chosen celebrate
a ‘deliverance—a deliverance that is
attributed to God. You remember how
Shakespeare, in describing Agincourt,
exclaims, “ Not unto us; not unto us,
O Lord, but unto Thee be glory
.glven! " All the' ministrations that
are for the welfare of humanity, come
to us from God humanity. All the
ministrations of love reach God Him-
self through humanity, and in the face
of the splendid sacrifice made by the
Hebrews, they are ready to exclaim,
in the hour of every victory, “ Blessed
be the Lord who hath not given us as
a prey to their teeth. Our help is in
the name of ' the Lord who made
heaven and earth”’ There is an
authentic ring of the spirit in these
words. They are not merely religious;
they are patriotic. From the stand-
point of the writer religion and pat-
riotism are different names for the
same thing. They miay well express
our own feelings in respect to this last
great battle that has been fought,
where so.many. of the sons of Canada,

obedient  even’unto death, became the their splendid sacrifices enable us to

savioutrs of Canada and of the mighty
Empire to which we belong. Our
means of communication to-day are
such that we practically live upon the
battlefield on which our soldiers are
contending, We realise in a new way
both the evils of war and the spirit
that often’ rises to meet and overcome
them. We realise, with a new in-
tensfty, the fearful sufferings and
wrongs which it inevitably brings in
its train; the desolation which it
spreads allke among the victors and
the vanquished; the waste of re-
sources that will demand years of
labour to restore; the still greater
waste of valuable lives, the loss of
which leaves long sorrows behind it
in many hearts. And yet, facing this
question as we ought to face it, as
sane and responsible citizens of. the
British Empire, we can surely appreci-
ate the good that goes with the cvil;
we can surely rise to that nobler con-
ception that reveals to us the scene of
carnage and strife as a splendid oppor-
tunity for the manifestation of some of
the most beautiful, if not the highest,
qualities of wihich man is capable, We
think on the history made by the sons
of Canada during. the last 'few wecks,
and as we ponder on these things, we
sce lot loose the fiercest passions that
humanity has:ever known. We see
horrors that we never anticipated,
whoso brutality cannot be described.
We see many things that create indig-
nation in our bréasts and demand cool-
ness and judgment lest we should act

rashly in retaliating. But we see
more. We see noble specimens of
individual courage, of self-forgetful
heroism, without the record of which
humanity would remain poorer
throughout all the centuries. To blot
out. the glorious annals of warfare, as
some would desire, is surely to lower
the moral temperature of national life.
The ties that weld the Empire, that
unite us—these ties have been welded,
not in peace, but in the storm of
battle, not in rest and enjoyment, but
in much effort and in great sufferings;
and to-night these ties that unite the
Empire are stronger than ever they
have been in the past. And why?
Because the soldiers of Canada have
played a gallant and conspicuous part,
because they have not refused to sacri-
fice their lives that they might put the
aliens to flight. The very general who
led the forces on the other side sneer-
ed at those men who were untrained
soldiers. They were more than sol-
diers! They were men! Men with a
high purpose, men with firm resolu-
tion and strong determination that the
British Empire should not go under
to-day. And what have they done?
They have thwarted the cruel, crafty
foe; they have covered themselves
with imperishable glory unparalleled
in the annals of war by deeds that
have thrilled the whole civilised race
and that will go down the corridors of
time. Not merely soldiers, but men!
Men who stood shoulder to shoulder
and withstood the shock of five hun-
dred thousand men coming on in ser-
rated waves, who after the shock gave
recoil that compelled the enemy to
retire. As citizens of Canada and of
the Empire, it is surely . perfectly
appropriate in the circumstances that
we should remember those who hy

say, Blessed be the Lord who has not
given us as a prey to their teeth. Our
help is in the name of the Lord who
made heaven and earth, To-night, I
take it, in common with thousands in
Canada we are assembled amid  en-
signs of public sorrow, with hearts
filled at once with sympathy and with
horror—with the deepest and most
tender sympathy for those who are
mourning the loss of loved ones and
whose grief makes them akin to us
all, but also with indignation at a
series of crimes of the utmost foul-
ness and atrocity, which our cultured
'opponents designate by the name of
civilised warfare! We cannot be in-
different to these things unless our
souls are sardid, unless we are absol-
utely self-absorbed, unless we have no
faith in the Kternal God and His pur-
pose in our imperial life. We cannot
be indierent. Our honoured dead
appeal to us to remember them. We
cannot do otherwise than respond
becanse they wish it, they know it,
they love it. They are gone; (they
are gone as a visible presence, but
they are with us still: Their 1lips are
sealed in death, yet we recognise their
voices; we know their influence; we
lacknowledge their presence and their
power. What is the meaning of Chris-
tian patriotism if it does not include
the honouring of those who in free-
dom’s cause have paid war's sad price;
if it does not include the honouring of
those who voluntarily have surrend-
ered their lives for the preservation of '
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our h , of our institutions, of our
liberties, of our justice? Obedient to
orders, loyal to the call of duty—what
are these, but the bedrock on which
the British Empire has been founded,
established and consolidated? And
because of these, we are assembled in
the house of God that we may do
honour to the memory of those who at
