HARVEY MORROW DEAD

H. Harvey Morrow died last Thurs-
day morning, Feb, 6, at the residence
of his aunt, Mrs. James McDopald,
44 White 8t., Bast Boston, from an
afleetion of the heart which became
acute two weeKs ago. Deceased was
born in Souris, P. E. I,, 47 years
ago. He was educated in the public
schools of that town and at the age
of twenty-one removed to California
with his father, the late James O.
Morrow, who was one of the leading
merchantg of his day, a man who
commanded the respect and affection
of the whole community. After a re-
sidence of twenty-three years on the
Pacific Coast, where his father died
in the early nineties, Harvey return*
ed to Boston three years ago, where
he lived up to the time of his death.
Harvey Morrow was a most lovable
character, exuberant in spirit and of
aniable disposition; his chief delight
seemed to be in having others share
the happiness which he in such large
measure possessed himself. His face
was foreign even to a resemblance of
a frown, and his many friends will
always remember it as such, while
his memory will be treasured as one
beloved and respected. Funeral ser-
vices were held at his late home last
Friday evening, where friends and re-
