AS 1930

International Paper Company to-

day announced to its newsprint con-

change in the price of newsprint for
1931, The effect of the announce-
ment is to stabilize newsprint. prices
for the coming year at the samec
rates as the Company cstablished at
the close of 1929 which, in New York
and Chicago, figure $62,00 per ton.

“After considering the situation
very carcfully and trying to view it
from your standpeint and ours,” says
International’s letter to its custom-
crs, “we have concluded that there
should be no change in our standard
price of newsprint for the coming
year.

“In reaching this conclusion this
Company believes 1t is following a
consistent policy. A yecar ago we
vigorously opposed any price in-
crease. Today, we feel that any de-
crease in price is unjustified and
that it, would be detrimental to the
interests of the publishers as well
as the paper manufacturers.”

International’'s price  announce-
ment of today was vrefaced by a let-
ter to its customers in which the
Company reviewed newsprint pro-
duction and consumption over a per-
iod of ycars. In this letter, Inter-
national points out that in the last
twenty years the center of produc-
tion has shifted from the United
States to Canada, fo that while in
1910 the United States produced
practically all of its newsprint con-
sumption, in 1930 it will produce only

! ahout 37 per cent of its requirements.
