U. 8. Trade Increased

Imports from the United States
have been markedly higher in thr
latest period than in its predecessor,
as have also exports. These im-
ports were $286,249,000 in the twelve

months ended October 1934 as com-

pared with $210,853,000 in the sim-
ilar preceding period, being an in-
crease of over $75,000,000, - largely
accoynted for by imports of raw
cotton, fron and its products and
other things needed for use in our
a;ivanclng manufacturing  irndust-
ries.

The disturbed state of the world
outside of the peaceful circle of the
English-speaking countries, is shown
by the drop in the proportion of our
trade that is done with these
countries. Our ‘exports to foreign
countries, other than the United
States, have fallen from 22.7 per
cent of the total in the twelve
months ended October 1932 to 21.4
per cent and 155 per cent in the
corresponding periods of 1933 and
1934 respectively, Of the, $99,000,-
000 worth of goods exported to fore
elgn countries, other than the
United States, in the latest twelve
month period, nearly $45,000,000
worth or 45 per cent went to those
countries of Northwestern Europe,
namely, the threer Scandinavian
countries of the sterling bloc, the
Netherlands, Belglum and France,
whose commercial policy 1is the
nearest to that of the Enilish-
speaking countries,

The growth of our external trade
described above is, of course, based
upon the expansion of our produc-
tive activities. Accordingly a brief
reference may now be made to the
different lines of production and
general business in 1934.

Agriculture

The preliminary estimate of the
value of Canadian field crops is
placed at the relatively high figure
of $536,498,600, being nearly $113,-
000,000 or 27 per cent above the
1933 valuation and considerably the

highest figure in the last four

years, Farmers in nearly all the
provinces of Canada are sharing in

these increaséd values. The prevail-

ing live stock prices have been

slightly above those for 1933, with
the United Kingdom an important
outlet for bacon and live cattle in
particular. Dairying has also' bheen
a relatively profitable farm opera-
tion during most of 1934; the pro-
duction of cheese has declined, but
there have been increases in cream-
ery butter and other dairy factory

products. Prices of both oggs and
dressed poultry have been above the

1933 levels. Generally speaking, the
prices received by farmers for their
products have risen more than those
of the commodities whizh they buy,
while debt adjustments and lower
rates of interest have alleviated
the farmers' position in 193¢ and

Electrio Power

The production of electrio power
in the first ten months of the cur-
rent year has surpassed all pre-
vious records, being 17,128 million
kilowatt hours as compared with
14,143 million kilowatt, hours in
the same period of 1933, an increase
of 21 per cent.

Manufactures

The manuactures of Canada are

Rallway Traffic

The gross earnings of the Can-
adian lines of the Canadian Nation-
al Railways, together with those of
the Canadian Pacific Rallway, in
the first eleven months of 1934,
totalled $244,314,000 as compared
with $220,2¢C,000 in the same period
of 1933, an increase of $24,114,000,
or 10.9 per cent, indicating improv-
ing business. The net operating
revenues of all Canadian rallways
in the first nine months were $29,~
838,000 as compared with $18,677,000
and the operating income $20,714,-
000 as against $10,084,000. Ingreas-
ed earnings were made possible by
an increase of 14 1-2 per cent in
the carloadings of revenue freight
up to December 1st.

Shipping

The aggregate cargo tonnagze of
five main ports of Canada, namely
Halifax, Saint John, Quebec. Tor-
onto and Vancouver, was 11,626,000
tons in the first ten months of 1981
as compared with 10,758,000 tons in
the same period of 1933, an in-
crease of 8 per cent.

The index number ‘of wholesale
prices stood at 71.2 per cent of the
1926 total in November 1934 a3
compared with 689 per cent in
November 1933, an increase of 3.3
per cent. This increase of prices
tended toward the rystoration of
business confidence and it is note-
worthy that the gap between the
prices of raw and manufactured
commodities was narrowed, assist-
ing the primary producer. The price

Public Finance
The ordinary revenue for the

fiscal year shows an increase of
$28,160,000, or approximately 13 per
cent over last year. This total ordin-
ary revenue of $245,068,000 was
$1,605,000 in excess of total ordin-
ary expenditure, while in the same
period of last year it was $22,114,000
less than ordinary expenditure. This
indicated improvement in our fin-
ances has resulted in the strength-
ening of the national credit and
lower rates of interest on Govern-
ment bonds. The aggregate saving
on the annual interest charge of
