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Pope Appeals For
Peace legrimage

VATICAN OITY, May 26—(AP)
_ Pope Plus today called on the
Roman Catholic world to make a
pligrimage of peace to Rome dur-
ing the 1950 holy year.
In a papal bull officlally pro-
claiming the holy year, the T73-
year-old pontiff implored  that
“peace finally return to the hearts
of everyone, within domestic walls,
{n individual nations, in the un-
fversal commonwealth of peoples.”
A gray-haired prelate read the
bull in the great portico of the
basilica of St. Peter according to
ancient custom, It will be read la-
ter in the basilicas of St. John
Latheran, Saint Paul and Santa
Maria Maggiore in Rome,
The bull, a brightly-colored
paxchiment of about 1,300 words in
Latin, was handed by the Pope to
Msgr. Alfonso Carinci, dean of the
apostolic pronotaries, at a cere-
mony in the throne room of the
spostolic palace, Msgr. Oarinci
read the document.
The Pope himself did not ap-
pear at the public ceremony.
In the bull the Pope warned pil-
grins, expected to pour into Rome
by the tens of thousands begin-
ning next OChristmas eve, not to
come for a good time.
“These pilgrimages must not be
made with the mentality of those
who travel for pleasure,” the Pope

Is Conﬂ_rp_ed

Official confirmation that the
Charlottetown Hospital is eligible
for a Federal grant of more than
$67,000 to assist In enlarging its
capacity by 84 beds through con-
struction of a new pavilion and al-
terations to the present building,
has been received from Ottawa.

Under the Federal plan, the Pro-
vinces have agreed to r.atch the
Federal grants, which are calculat-
ed on the basis of $1,000 per bed
for active treatment hospitals, pro-
vided that in no instance does the
Federal grant exceed one-third of
the cost. '

As part of its construction was
completed before the Federal plan
went into operation last year, the
Charlottetown Hospital did not
qualify for the full $1,000 per bed,
but a progress payment has alrecady
been made, as was intimated in
the Legislature last session by Hon.
A. Matheson, Minister of
Health and Welfare. Mr, Matheson
announced at that time that the
Provincial Health Planning Com-
mission had been able to obtain an
initial grant of $24,190.
Construction work on the Hos-
pital pavilion, which began in the
fall of 1947, Is scheduled to be
completed this year.

MOSCOW, May 26 (AP)
Russia tonight ordered an increase
of 50 to 100 per cent in delivery
of meat, milk and other animal
products to the state in the next
three years.

The Communist Party newspaper
Pravda also said a large ameunt
of the livestock now being de-
livered is inadequately fattened
and the percentage of hogs and
chickens is too small.

Deliveries to the state go to state
slaughter houses or processing
plants. The products then are sent
to state retail stores for sale.

It should be understood that
these are only part of such sup-
plies consumed in Russia. Urban
dwellers also buy on collective farm
markets, Such foods consumed by
the farmers themselves do not pass
through state hands.

Russian Farmers Told

Deliveries

The new decree followed recent
announcement of a three-year plan
(1949-1951) for development of
livestock production.

Products affected include meat,
milk, butter, eggs. wool, hides,
feathers, bristles, down and horse-
hair.

The preamble said:

“The state has at its disposal
at present sufficient quantities of
grain to permit uninterrupted and
adequate supplying of the nation
with bread. Also, the necessary re-
serves can be maintained.”

Bread is mainstay of the Russian
diet and its price has Increased
greatly in the last few years. Grain
is required for proper development
of farm herds and flocks as well
as for bread. The preamble
declaration conveys the idea grain
stocks are adequate for both
normal supply to flour mills and
increased use as stock feed.

Farm Prices

LONDCN, May 2§ — (CP) —
Oliver Lyttelton, Winston Church-
ill's wartime production chief, to-
day predicted in the Commons that
the Canadian wheat agreement will
prove the Labor Government's
“nemesis.”

“I believe there is going to be
a sharp fall in grain prices,” said
Lyttelton in a debate on the gov-
ernment’s bulk-buying policies.
The Conservative front-bencher
for Aldershot spoke of the nemesis
(retributive justice) which over-
takes market “bulls” who have
hedged their commitments on the
grain and stock exchanges.

The British Government, he said,
“Is the largest wuncovered bull
ever seen {n history.”

Lyttelton conceded, however, that
so far the government has been
able, thanks to the Canadian
agreement, to buy wheat cheaper
than many other countries.

But he argued that bulk buying
s unsound because it substitutes
“a single opinion" for “day-to-day
equilibrium  between buyer and
seller” in a free market,

“Those who think you can have
stability in the price of an agri-
cultural crop are entirely wrong,”
said Lyttelton. “We have no orders-
in-council to keep the sun and
rain and pests under control.”
Supply Minister George Strauss
replied that trade couldn't be con-
ducted according to the tradition of
2 or 30 years ago. New economic
rules were being orced upon the
world.

“If we had not adopted this
policy of bulk purchase during the
last few years, it is quite certain
that many of our industries would
have had to close down from time
to time,” he asserted.

“Rubbish!” interjected Lyttelton.
Strauss maintained it would be
wholly wrong to terminate, now
that prices are going down, agree-
ments which had served the coun-
try well while prices were high.

The domestic disappearance of
butter in March, including dairy
and whey butter, declined by-3,250,-
000 pounds to 23500000 pounds
compared with the same month
last year. Canadians each used 1.3
pourds during the emonth as
against 2.08 pounds a year ago.

The sale of margarine and other
oleo substitutes during the latter
part of February and in March had
& considerable effect on the sale of
butter, the report said.
