ROME, Nov. 5-~Premier Mussol-
ini and Sir Eric Drummond, the
British Ambassador, renewed their
efforts today to pour oil on the
troubled Mediterranean and were
understood to have made progress.

A one-hour talk between them
was said officlally to' have dealt
with the question of British naval
tonnage in the Mediterranean.and
Italy’s military reinforcements in
Libya.

In well-informed circles the pelief
was expressed that Sir Eric had re-
ceived from I1 Duce an agreement
to withdraw a second Libyan divis-
fon, in return for a promise that
Britain would recall at least part
of her fleet units from the Mediter-
ranean.
