The Very Largest and Lon-
gest Ship Afloat

HER DISPLACEMENT 38,200

———

Can Carry 2,600 Passengers—
Moves Like a Floating Island—
Gov. Boyle on Board.

NEW YORK, Feb. 20.—“The ship was as
steady as a floating island.” *“You would
never know that you were ona ship.” It
was like a seaside hotel, even when there
was a gale blowing outside,” Tbese were
some of the expressions of the officers and
passengers of the steamship Cedric, of the
White Star Line, after she docked here
last night. The Cedric is the largest ship
in the world, and this was the completion
of her maiden voyage. It was a voysge to
test the seagoing qualittes of the ship.
All agreed that she met the test well.
There were gales nearly every day, and
seas which boarded the ship from time to
time over the bow. Notwithstanding this,
it was possible to go0a deck every day.
The ship pitched - to some degree, but did
not rolL.Rolling is the motien most discon-
certing. As an evidence of - the
steadiness of the vessel, the purser,
A, McElroy, said that the racks were only
out once and then only on one of the side
tables. “You would never know you
were on a ship,” he declared, with pride.

Toe North Atlantic has been lashed by
gale after gale this winter. There has
been one continuous storm since winfer
set in. The storm confronted the Cedric
when she poked her nose beyond Daunt’s
Rock, headed toward the west. The first
two days out were not remarkable in the
way of weather. On the third day, how-
‘ever, the wind set i

voyage was 8 days, 8 hours and 16 min-
utes, and the distauce covered from
Daunt’s Rack to Sandy Hook Lightship,
2,889 miles. There were no unpleasant
incidents to mar the pleasure of the
voyage, and few were seriously seasick
The days runs were 365, 390, 383, 333, 351,
331, 303, 358, and 75. .

Never in the history of tbe Opera
House bas such a throng been within its
walls as on last night. At balf-past
seven.every seat in the building was
filled; and still the people poured in. ‘By
eight o'clock the aisles, the boxes and
the orchestra pit were packed with men
and women. To accommodate more the
rear of the stage was thrown open and
scores obtained seats or standing room
there. When the debate commenced it
was impossible to gzain entranee to the
houre s0 great were the pumbers anxions
to bear the combat between the opponent
of Prohibition and the Rev. J. H. Hector.
The meeting was opened by the Lord’s
prayer repeated by Rev. Mr. McConnell.
He stated, after a solo had been given by
the Rev. Mr.Coffin, that had been select>d
by the speakers as chairman and stated
the conditions, viz that each was to speak
for an hour which might be used in sach
sections as the speaker desired.

Mr.Mellish then begzan to submit his case;
Mr. Hector had offered Prohibition as the
best remedy for the liguor evil and he, on
the other hand maintained that it was
not the best. Tha speaker contended that
inregard todrinking asin many other
things it was only when we went to ex-
cess that it was wrong. It would be
absurd to prevent people getting married
to stop bigamy or to prevent them eating
to stop gluttony. To show that
the drinking of liquor itself wss
not deteriorating to a nation he quoted
the Mohammedans who were abstainers
and the European nstions who were
urged that alcohol was a food and @s
useful to the body as coal to an engine.
He quoted authorities inciuding Prof.
Atwater who was associated with Bishep
Potter aad others in investigating its
scientific properties. Next he took up
the Scripture wines which he maintained
were intoxicating. He referred to the
two pcsitions taken by the churches (1)

those who insisted on total abstinence )
those ‘who do not prohibit moderate
dripking. The first class said Mr. Mellish
have always tried to force the latter to
their idess. Next he quoted statistics
in an attempt to.show thag Prohibition

by the Royal Commission in support of
that contention. .

““ Where is a town in Prince Edward
Islani,” said the speaker in a burst of elo-
quence, “that the sale of liguor has been
lessened by the Scott Act ?”

“Alberton,” said Rev. A, D. Macdonald
from the audience, “there the sale of
lignor h-.s been practically driven out.”
The great applause tha: greeted this
remark somewhat disconcerted Mr.
Mellish, bat he ptoceeded. The law in-
tertered with the principles of British
freedom and the wives and mothers of
thos® who drink had told him Prohibition
was not an  adequate  remedy.
The men who become
drunkards are only tobe blamed them-
szlves and, the liquor sellers are not culp-

was greeted with prolonged applause-
Then the audience settled back in their
Seats with an air of etpectancy. That
Hector would shatter to atoms the case
advanced against prohibition was the feel”
ing of even those to whom he was oppos-
ed. Nor were they disappsinted, for long
ere the champion of the law had conclad-
ed his address,he left not 4 legupon which
his opponent could stand. ' “Mr, Mellish
compares,” said he in burning word
“liyuor drinking with a man who eats too
much. But who ever heard of a man
who ate too much go home and cram a
red hot psker down his wite's throat, as
took place within sound of my voice while
preaching in Belfast, Ireland. Eating
too much does not make men crazy and
‘commic the horrible crimes that we hear
of from day to day.” Referring to alcohol
as a food  he showed tbat alcchol pre-
serves aud therefore defeats digestion.
Crossing at the Capas the Captain forbs le
aman totake-adrink on pain of being
sent back. “Ifitisa food,” said he, why
did Lord Kitchener send back the drinkecs
and thus purify his army and Lord
Roberts forbid the wuse of liquor.
