Provinces To

Be Given Gontrol
Of Beer Sales

OTTAWA, March 13 —(CP) —
Prime Minister Mackenzie King
announced today in the Commons
that the federal government has
decided to lift the restriction upon
the supply of beer which may be
released for sale to the Provinces.

Mr. King sald that the lifting of
the restrictions would become ef-
fective immediately and _ that
hereafter the distribution and sale
of beer will be the exclusive con-
trol of the provinces themselves.

Mr King said that Dec. 16,
1942, the Federal Government lim-
ited the quantity of spirits, wine
and beer to be released for sale
in the period from Nov. 1, 1942, to
Oct. 31, 1943, to 70, 80 and 90 per
cent respectively of the quantity
released in the previous 12 months.
The perfod of this limitation was
subsequently extended for  the
duration of the war.

No change has been made in
the restrictions on_ the auantity of
spirits and wine which may be re-
leased for sale.

“In the case of spirits and wine,
the reasons for the limitations of
supplies, are I believe, generally
understood and generally accept-
ed,” Mr. King sald.

In the case of beer, however.
