of this tax the Premier said there
would be two people who would be
very importamt personages—one
will be the man on the public
roads known as the Inspector and
the other the collector. The man
to assess values will be the Inspec-
tor—the collector will be the road-
master or overseer. The reason
given for the government chosing
this method was ascribed as in the
interests of economy—a desire not
‘to multiply public offices and costs.

Conditions must be
faced as they found them, Taxation
ywas something which he claimed he
had pointed out to the late govern-
‘ment which is necessary and must
be faced, In the past we had been
depending on the Federal subsidy.
In view of the prosperity of the
country he thought it ridiculous
going into debt {rom year to year.

It was useless harking back to
any statement maGe by any indiv-
idual man. An increase in taxation
wag necessary and every resident
should pay something, The thing to
do was to get more of our mouney
and spend it on ourselves.

He heartily concurred in the
sliding scale of income tax,

AFTERNOON SESSION

House met at 3.35 in committee
for further consideration of the
resolution introducing the Taxa-
tion Act. Hon. W. M. Lea resumed
his speech, begun in the forenoon.
He made a comparison between
the proposed taxation and that un-
der the old act. He .claimed that
the real and personal property tax
of one half of one per cent was the
lowest in (Canada, To justify this
assertion he quoted taxes paid in
Nova Scotia, The province was now
facing conditions which made it
necessary to face taxation. He
claimed that the proposed tax of
one half of one per cent was really
lower than when the tax was one
fifth. of one per cent because
money is so cheap today. He did
not know what system of assess
ment had been in vogue heretofore
but he knew that there were incon-
gruities which needed readjust-
ment. With referefice to the pro-
posed poll tax of $3 he said it was
quite -justifiable, It was a tax on
ymany who heretofore had escaped‘
taxation. It did not matter now
what men had said or would say
about taxation or the need of it.
We were now up against conditions
of high cost of material and of 1iv-
ing the labor and the
situtaion must be faced, There had
been a ‘veritable  carnival of ex
travagance throughout the country.
This tax would teach the people
economy and prudence. The tax
-would not amount to more than
an average of $10 a farm. There
were unjustifiable losses, farmers
lost heavijy through neglect of
