ADMIR AI. MOLAS KILLED,

Admiral Molas was among those killed
on the Petropavlovsk. At the moment
of the explosion an Aide shouted to Grand
Duke Oyril to jump into the sea. The
Aide was killed, Grand Duoke Vladimir's
physieian left tonight for Port Arthur to
attend Grand Duke Cyril.

The disaster has stunned the city, and

the loss of Admiral Makaroff is felt to
be a more severe blow than the loss
of the ship. The consternation
far exceeds that produced by the initial
misfortunes of the war. The Russians
are an emotional people and officials as
well as public undisguisedly wept when
they heard the news of which they only
¢peak now in trembling voices.
It is characteristic of Russia that while
the catastrophe was known early ia the
day in Iinperial and ofticial quarters, the
news only percolated slowly through the
aristooratic and middle classes during the
day and did oot reach the populace at all
until evening when the newspapers were
authorized to issue special editions,

SHIPS TURNED TURTLE.

According to thel atest information it
was while preparing to draw uph 8 line ot
battle in the outer road stead that the
Petropavlovek struck a mineon her
starboard side amidship, and immediately
began to heel. Before the crew could
flood the port compartments of the vessel
in order to keep her on an even keeff she
turoed turtle and sank in a few minutes
earrying down almost the entire crew.

Capt. N, Jakovlaff, the Grand Duke
Cyril and two other offlcers were saved
because they were s'anding on the bpper
bridge.

The frightfal loss of life among the
offigers and men were due to the fact that
they all were at their stationc ready for
