s Appeal On Behalf

The following earnest appeal for
support in the Second Victory Loan
was made by Mr. W. R, Shaw, dep-
uty minister of agriculture in a
broadcast address last night.

Almost three weeks ago the bea-
con fires of Freedom, ushering
the second Victory Loan, were light-
ed in inhig province, It seemed em-
minently fitting and proper that a-
cross this broad Dominioa, its peo-
ple should have caught the Tirst
reflection of these fires in ihe skies
over a province, that has coontrib-
uted to the cause of liberty and
Justice so many of its gallant sons.
Into every village and hamlet, over
every hill and into every valley and
home the light of (his illumination
like the fiery cross of old, has call-
ed our people to defend with all
their might, their birth right and
their freedom in this time of grave
peril. And the peril is grave and
the need pressing. An all out ef-
fort is not a mere phrase, It 0as
become a trumpet call of the ut-
most urgency.

In this quiet province with a his-
tory so singularly free from
devastation, sorrow and distress of
war, we are prone to disregard the
dangers that confront us. War in
Europe or in the Pacific seems so
remote, it is hard to conceive and
entertain the idea that our safety
is threatened or that the peace and
serenity of this little, quiet fome-
land should be disturbed by the
conflict, Nevertheless the danger is
real, A titanic struggle is being
waged. The world is the battle field
and the enemy is at our gates, We
cannot atford to surround oursel-
ves in the false covering of com-
placency and indifference, or ignore
the seriousness of this situation,
our duty is plain, our responsibill-
ties are great, and we must fully
dispose of these responsibilities if
we are to survive. Defeat is un-
thinkable, but victory can ‘only
come through a united effort, in-
volving the resources and assistance
of every man and woman in ihis
country. We need only turn for a
moment to the conditions common
in subjugated countries of Europe
to realize what defeat would mean
to our possessions, and our way of
life. This land of Canada with Its
tremendous assets and sublime at-
tractions would probably be brought
under the conquerors heel and ex-
perience the same treatment that
has been meted out with studied
cruelty to other lands and peoples.

The examples of France, of Po-
land, of Czecho-Slovakia, and simi-
larly conquered nations is sufficient,
Under the hizhly ambitious and in-
human direction of Hitler and his
villainous satellites, the sanctuaries
of free worship are held up
scorn and contempt, family rela-
tionships are demoralized, the
beauty of friendship is dissipated,
the sincerity of neighbourliness dis-
appears, and moral standards are
depraved. The intellectual and able
leaders among the conquered bDeo-
ple are being destroyed by the fir-
ing squad and the prison camp,
and {he ultimate objective s the
binding of the balance of the popu-
lation in the chains of slavery, to
become the unfortunate vassals of
a supposed superior race. Think
these conditions over. They are not
far removed from us as the world
is constituted today and compare
them with our own. Go_through
this God blest, smiling land, and in
every community, churd spires
reach toward the heavens, and &
liberty loving people wend their
way in harmony together In answer
to the tolling bells of their respec-
tive denominations. In our urban
centers, the business man, the la-
borer, ther tradesman, the artisan
the educationalist and all other
classes happily mingle and follow
{zeir daily avocations with the vt-
most freedom and peace of mind
The farmer surveys his goodly ac-
res and pursues his daily program
untouched by interference, in the
enjoyment of unfettered thought
and action, and unhampered by
barriers or divisions with other
clements of soclety, Our homes are
sanctuaries of love and respect, the
sweetness of neighborliness and
good will is predominant. All enjoy
the priceless gifts that have been
handed into our keeping through

Prof. MacDonald claimed, leads %o
price control which has a harmful
effect both upon consumer and pro-
ducer.

After concluding this analysis
Prof. MacDonald asked the hal-
lenging question: “Is this presence
of monopoly the reason that the
masses of the people are becoming
properiyless, that there is an in-
crease in farm tenancy and mort-
gage debt and that in urban ceq’tres
we find unrest and {nsecurity ?

To effect a reform, Prof. Mac-
Donald continued, there must be &
decentralization of wealth. In his
opinion the co-operative movement
wil be-a prime factor to bring
apout this redistribution of pro-
perty. It may be, he stated, that a
wide co-operative development will
be the next step in economic
evolution. Its basic principle that
the buyers of goods and the users
of services should get the full bene-
fits of business may in the not too
distant future becorce recognized
by business everywhere,

Economlie Control

It is not necessary for co-opera-
tives to own the entire business
structurs, stated Prof. MacDonald;

their presence they exercise an
element of economsc control.

The work of local officers of
credit unions received high praise
from Prof. MacDonald. Then he
went on to state, “If we really ap=
preciate the meaning of our work
we must carry through our prin-
ciples to the limit.” He spoke of
the work of the credit unions in
building a spirit of thrift and pro-
teotion from insecurity. By way of
{llustration he told of many co-
onerative developments throughout
tha Marit'me Provinces,

Many members of the audience
trok part in an informal discus-
sion after the main address, Mr,
W. R. Shaw, Deputy Minister of
Aariculture, stated that in his
cp'nion the benefits that consum-
ers enjoy today as a result of
sraded products have resulted from
the decision of farmers to organize
for the pmmose cof selling co-
sveratively. The prades came from
the co-onerative effort to the con-
eoquent benefit of all. Mr, Shaw
also spoke of the achievements of
the &clling Board that

of those who lald the foundations
of a Christian and lberty loving
Empire. We are free from fear of
thralldom, the Dictator, and the
spectre of the Gestapo. These
things we here love and cherish
are endangered, and it ls our re-
sponsibility to render the fullest
possible service in order that they
may be fully and completely pro-
tected and preserved. How is this
to be done? Are we assuming full
responsibility in the gigantic task
that we are called upon to fulfill?

Inspiring Example

A short time ago I saw a father
and mother on one of our farms
as they bld farewell to their only
son as he left to join his regiment.
The last faltering words were sald,
and the gallant young soldier, witha
tightly drawn face and a final wave
of the hand marched away to his
duty in the front line of defense. I
saw this aged couple with bowed
heads and tragedy mixed with pride
in their faces, as they watched the
loved form, wilh head erect, march
out of their lives, perhaps forever.
And then the father straightened
his bent shoulders and with un-
daunted courage in his voice said,
“We mustn’t let Jim down. Our
tagsk now is to work harder to pro-
duce more, and to give more to our
country, so that our boy and other
