The names of the
Duchess of York are Elizabeth Angela
Marguerite.

There have been three queens who
have becn named Margaret. The first,
St. Margaret, who lived in the second
half of the eleventh century, was the
wife of Malcolm Canmore. She died
in 1093, four days after her husband
and eldest son, Edward, were slain in
an invasion of Northumberland. She
was canonised in 1251 for her bene-
factions to the Church.

The second Margaret lived for
only seven years. She was the daught-
er of Eric II, King of Norway, and
Margaret, daughter of Alexander
IIL, King of Scotland.

She sailed from Norway and
reached the Orkneys, where she died
in September, 1290,

queen at Edinburgh in 1504. Her life
after marriage was marked by a ser-
ies of remarkable intrigues with dif-
ferent political factions.
