Stands by the Commander of the Sub
that Sank the Ancona Declaring
that had he done Otherwise he
would have Failed of his Duty.

VIENNA, Dec. 156.—The Austrian
admiralty approves of the submarine
commander's conduct fully and de-
clares that he would have been con-
sidered as having failed to perform
his duty if he had allowed the Ancona
to escape. The reply to the American
note, it is understood, will be deliver-
ed soon, possibly Wednesday. The
correspondent of the Associated Press
has not been able to secure a forecast
of the terms of the reply, but all indi-
cations are that a pessimistic view of
the situation is justified. The admir-
alty to-day stated its case and the
attitude of the naval authorities as
follows : — g

“So far as the commander is con-
cerned, his course 1is clear. The ad-
miralty has received his report, and
sees no reason to find any fault with
his course of action,

“1t appears clearly from his report

in double danger, first from the fact
that an enemy boat was approaching
on a line that threatened to cut off
his retreat, and the enemy ship, the
Ancona, could have established his
radius of action and could have set a
torpedo hoat flotilla on him, and
second, there was danger of the An-
cona escaping, which, according to his
instructions, was to be prevented, in
all circumstances. Hence, the conduct
of the commander, much as the loss of
innocent lives must be regretted and
deplored, cannot be disapproved.

“On the contrary, if he had depart-
ed without destroying the Ancona, it
would have been failure to do his duty,
since the Ancona could have notified
other ships of his whereabouts. The
loss of American lives is regrettable,
as well as that Americans used a ves-
sel belonging to a nation at war with

Greek a Patriot

LONDON, Dec. 16.—The next move
in the Balkan theatre of war occupies
the attention of the Athens and Salo-
niki correspondents of the British
press. There are 200,000 Entento
troops at Saloniki, according to the
Daily Mail, whose Saloniki correspon-
dent says that the retreat of the
Allies was so brilllantly carried out
that the large forces of Bulgarians
were unable at any point to overtake
and defeat them.

In fact, the Bulgarians were so de-
ceived by the majority of the manoeu-
vres and the precision of the move-
ments of the Entente troops that they
lost much time in bombarding certain
ositions near Strumitza, which the
“rench forces had abandoned on the
preceding day.

According to the correspondent of
the Times, and the Morning Post, the
Entente forces will halt on the line
from Karasuli, in northern Greece, on
the Vardar River, to Kilindir, Greece,
which they will try to hold until the
Saloniki positions are fortified.

LONDON, Dec. 16.—Field Marshal
Sir'John French, who, at his own re-
quest, has been relieved of the com-
mand of the British forces in France
and Flanders, has been succeeded by
General Sir Douglas Haig. Since the
landing of the expeditionary force, Sir
Douglas Haig has commanded the first
army, and has been repeatedly men-
tioned in despatches by his chief,
whose place he now takes.

The change had been expected for
some time, and it was announced in
the House of Commons yesterday
(Wednesday) that a statement would
be published immediately.

Sir John French becomes comman-
der in chief of the armies in the United
Kingdom, and for his sixteen months
services at the front has been created
Viscount of the Unjted Kingdom.
Although many names had been
mentioned as the possible successor
of Iield Marshal Irench, including
that of the Duke of Connaught, the
appointment, it is said, was’ antici-
pated in the best informed circles.

LONDON. Dec. 16.—General Sir
Douglas Haig, who in November 1914
wag raised from the rank of licutenant
general to general for distinguished
service in the field, is to be the com-
mander in chief of the British forces
in France and Belgium. Announce-
ment, was made to-night that General
Haig had been appointed to suceond
Field Marshal Sir John KFrench, who
has headed the expeditionary foros
on the continent since the war nogan.
That there might be a change i1 the
supreme British command on the
wostern front had been hinted for
some time. These hints increased,
with the recent appointment of Gener-
al Joffre as commander in chief of the
French army.

That the elevation of General Joffre
had no bearing on the substitution of
General Haig for Field Marshal
French, however, was announced to-
day in the House of Commons by
He brought up the
matter by saying:—' Some changes
are in the course of being made, and
will be announced almost immediately.
They have no connection of any kind
with the changes made by the French
government with regard to General
Joffre’s functions.”

Sir Douglas Haig, who is 54 years
old, began his military career with the
Seventh Hussars in 1886, and served
in the Soudan and South African cam-
paigns, in both of which he won dis-
tinguished  Monours and promotions.
At the outbreak of the present ‘war he
was general officer commanding at
Aldershot, and afterwards was made
commander of the first army.
* Several timeg during the war Gen-
eral Haig has come in for high praise
in the despatches of the general he
is now succeeding. At the battle of
the Aisne his conduct was described
by Field Marshal Sir John French as
“bold, skilful and decisive.” In Nov-
ember of last year, Sir Douglas, then
lieutenant-general, was promoted to
the rank of general for distinguished
service in the field. ‘
Field Marshal French, in .his des-
pateh to the British War Office, desrib-
ing the famous retreat from Mons,
eredited Sir Douglas with having ex-
