LONDON, Jan. 3 — (CP) — A
broad policy for dealing with the
Germans after the war—one er
which war criminals would be pun-
ished but others would get
chance to be “treated as brothers’
—was offered today by Sir Stafford
Cripps, Minister of Aircraft Pro-
duction.

In one of the most outspoken
views of the treatment of post-war
Germany and the Germans ever to
come from a member of the Cabin-
et. Sir Stafford advocated a policy
of “practical Christian idealism”
for the post-war world whereby
Germany would be disarmed and
stripped of her war-making power
but revenge would be ruled out.

Photo),

3,000 Small Farms
Will Be Available
For Veterans In 45

OTTAWA, Jan. 3 — (CP) — A-
bout 3,000 small land holdings a-
cross Canada are to be made a-
vailable this year for veterans al-
ready _discharged. eterans’ Min-
ister Mackenzie said in a state-
ment today.

It is planned if possible to con-
struct new homes on these holdings
during the vear and a limited num-
ber of full-time farming units will
be released in 1945 to meet the
need o exceptional cases.

Large scale settlement under the
Veterans’ Land Act has not been
previously attempted because farm
machinery and seasoned lumber
have been in short supply. In ad-
dition there was a_desire pro-
tect the interests of the men who
will be eligible for the benefits of
the act but who are still overseas.
Mr, Mackenzle said that although
the settlement program will be
speeded up this year a large part
of the acreage acquired for soldier
settlement will be held in reserve
for_the men still uverseas.
