One of the recent “cures” that
is being discussed “favorably and
unfavorably by the medical pro-
fession is the “insulin cure for
dementia praecox’—the persistent
dream state} the condition in which
the patient has worked out a sys-
tem o° living that satisfies him
put which renders him unfit to
earn a living or take his piace in
family or business life.

The treatment consists in giving
the patient a “shock” by injecting
insulin, after which many patients
have apparently become nonfal
in mind. The results in some of the
cases reported have been “amaz-
ing”.

However, ag this ailment causes
much unhappiness in families be-
cause it often affects “the bright-
est and the best” it would be great-
ly regretted if the report of this
treatment brough false hopes to
many.

For this reason, a warning to
patients, families, and physicians
is given in a recent - editorial of

the Journal of the American Med-
jecal Association:

. “It is hoped and may prove to
be a fact, that the so-called in-
sulin shock treatment for dementia
praecox will find a useful place
among the forms ol treatment,
but its exact value has not yet been
determined and it can be defin-
itely stated that it is mot by any
means a cure for all cases of
dementia praecox.”

It is now being tried out in New
york and Massachusetts State
Hospital systems, and other places,
after which trial we should know
the real value of this method of
treating dementia praecox.

There have been naval
officers that delight in war, but
Pepys was not one of them. When
the fanatics were terrifying Lon-
don, scattering the bands, carrying
everything before them and parad-
ing their motto. ‘King - Jesus and
their heads upon the gates,”the
officers and gerntlemen were asked
to arm. Pepys had no delight in it.
“So I returned,” he says, “though
with no good courage at all, but |
that I might not seem to bé afraid,
and got my sword and pistol which,
however, I had no power to
charge.” It is possible that the
Irish Doctor was a pacifist, which is
always distressing to a man of
sense and particularly so for an
officer in the navy; for the navy
through it; history has always been
a great constructive force for
peace.”’

Now the prayer of the Palmist,—.
“Scatter them, O Lord, that delight

war,”—has been answered.
Horace speaks of “the long sport
of war,” but -there is not longer
anything jovial or hilarious about
that sport. Men have become too
serious, too deadly in its pursuit,
so that those who delight in it have
been scattered. There are some
who may still consider it a gainful
purcuit; but they are pretty well
fearful and scattered also.

For long it was held that war
was a noble thing in itself and that
combat was inseparable from the
life of humanity. For long the
same opinion was held about duell-
ing. If a man's honour was ine
sulted, there was nothing for it but
to fight, and the recipient of the
insult might lose his life as easily:
as the insulter. The thing now
ceems idiotic beyond imagination.
There is a growing opinion that
peace is a noble thing in itself.
The pacifist tells us so in many
voices. This is quite as untrue as
the simllar view about war. War
is always deadily, but peace may
easily become a foul tranquility
from which the wise man will pray
to be delivered over to war.

It is life that is the precious
thing, a noble thing in it-elf. It is
a rich inheritance, to be used to
give opportunities to all, to protect
the weak, to restrain the cruel and
selfish. In the occomplishment of
these things, war or peace, conflict
and co-operation are but incidents
on the way. “I am come that ye
might have life,” said Jesus, He
did ‘'not promise 'a pampered life,
not even a peaceful life, nor al-
ways a warlike life, but an abund-
ant life. He promised a life with
peace at the heart of it, clouds or
stecrms or sunshine chating one an-
other around the circumference,
according to the weather and the
voyage. Today the south wind
may blow softly and tomorrow a
tempestuous wind such as struck
Ulysses on his raft and forced him
to swim for it nine days before he
can crawl ashore. It is a poor
thing if & man has nothing he is
ready to fight for, ' to die for, if
need be. If war is made for the
sake of righting some horrible
wrong, or setting free a coun'“y
from abuse by tryants and evil gov-
ernors, then it is not a .thing of
shame, but of honor. If one
nation invades the peaceful terri-
tor of another, then the invaded
must appeal to force and sternly
repel the aggressor. But that men
should think it admirable to spill
each other's blood for vain-glory
and for passion and for greed will
-ometime be thought an inconceiv-
able and intolerable thing.

The great thing is that one have
a high standard of character and
retain one’s self-re pect in war or
peace. One has to live with oneself
in war or peace, and to do that on
good terms, . without concelt, is
sufficiently difficult. The thinz to
be aimed at is life—lfe more
abrndantly.

To develop that life, that inner
life, 15 the work of religion.. The
{nner solf {s the spirit of man,
with a long life behind it and be-
fore it; one e: nnot meu'd it or con=~
trol it; is Is oneseif. It commands
and does nol obey; it Jive: and
does not teason. Its joys and its
serenity are  troubled hy the
