It
may be sald that there were capl-
tal expenditures that would very
much exceed that balance. Such
has nearly always been the case.
Thenre are not many years; indeed,
there are very few, ‘when there
has been ac actual surplus; but in
the language of finance used in
this counection all down through
Canadian hlﬂtory,‘ this amount may .
