The Manpower

Analyzing the figures for Canada’s compul-
sory military training call-up, given to Parlia-
ment last week, the Ottawa Journal says it can
only be characterized fairly as a disgrace to this
country; disgrace brought by a Government
manpower policy conceived in political expedi-
ency.

Here are the official figures:

Call-up notices sent out

Reported for examination ......

Unaccounted for «...eeveevveeee 379,833

Admit Labor Minister Mitchell's explanation
that some of those called may have volunteered,
and that some notices were undelivered or mis-
directed, The fact remains that the bulk of
them were defaulters.

But that wasn't all. From the 608,642 re-
plies that it got from 988,475 notices it sent out,
the Government proceeded to call men for
training, with this result:

Men called for training ......... 289,544

Men reported for training ...... 160,162

Unaccounted for ceveiecieoneoes 128,882

Thus we have this: 379,883 men unaccounted
for in the first notices sent out; 128,882 men
unaccounted for in the call-up for training—a
total of 508,715 missing men.

In the end, out of the nearly million men to
whom notices were sent, 126,963 were finally
accepted for training. Just over 12 per cent.

Where are those unaccounted for—more than
half a million? The Government practicallv
admits it doesn't know. All that the Govern-
ment can say is that out of the half million
(hundreds of thousands unquestionably do-
faulters) it has thus far prosecuted—I,351.

We are told now that the Government pro-
poses making youths of 16, 17 and 18 liable to
compulsory employment transfers. To thar,
ordinarily, there would be no objection. But
when one sees that hundreds of thousands of
men are defaulters against any kind of service,
does it not seem that application of compulsion
to vouth of 16 and 17 years is unfair?
These vouths are being penalized for the Gov-
ernment’s timidity ; made the victims of a party
manoeuvre to-maintain its position at all costs
in a cortain section of this country.

The whole appalling manpower muddle of
this country is the result of one thing: The
Government's political fear of a policy of nat-
jomal selective service.

First Anniversary

This month saw the first anniversary of the
destruction of Lidice, an obscure Czech village
which is now immortal in the annals of mankind
despite the Nazi announcement at the time that
“yhe name of the community is extinguished.”
In the New York Times there is this comment:

“A year has gone by. There is no spot on
earth where a frec press exists that -the name of
this obscure little village is not known. It has
become a part of every language.  The poor,
Lumble folk who died there are immortal. They
arc in cvery town in occupied Europe. They
march with every army. They will gather on
every road and behind every hedge, rock and
tree when the great Nazi retreat begins. L
there is arv wavering on any front, any faint ery
of appeases ~at, it is they who will go silently
forward with their bayonets, making sure of
no compromise, no merey for butchers, The
armed wen who were at Lidiee, in Bohemia, on
the eva of June 1o, 1942, those who sent
them there, those who committed similar crimes
in other places, and those who ordered such
crimes, will then know that the Berlin broad-
cast errad in one particular.  The community of
Lidice was not extinguished.”

The destruction of Lidice adds as well to the
evil immonality of Iitler who will be going to
his grave one of these days, leaving behind him
a name that puts to shame all carlier recordi of
miamy.

Saskatchewan Cuts Debt
Saskatchewan has reduced its debt by $8,811,-
000 in the last 18 months, according ta a state-
ment by Premicr \W. J. Patterson. The latest
reduction is in connection with a maturing bond
issue of $3.153,000, which has been met’ with
2,000,000 in cash and a new serial debenture ix-
sue, 1044 to 1949, of $1.200,000 bearing an av-
erage interost rate of 3.83 per cent, in place nf
the former 5 per cent. This is the lowest rate
ever paid on Saskatchewan debentures.
Reductions in the provincial debt and refund-
ing at lower interest rates have brought a reduc-
tion of $374,007 in annual interest charges since
Mr. Patterson became premier in 1935, In ad-
diton, there is a substantial saving in exchange
m the lower interest payments in New York.
It speaks well for a province which passed
through such a devastating experience in the
ten years before the war and whose financial

lifficulties were so great, that it has been able J

——= =L

to make a large cut in its funded debt and to
reduce its interest payments as indicated above.
Unlike Alberta, Saskatchewan has adhered to
the policy of honoring all its obligations and it
is now obtaining the benefit, ~ Mr. Patterson
states that the saving in interest charges enables
the province to increase the mothers’ allowances
and the pensions for the aged and the blind, and
to spend more on education than ever in the past.

It is to be assumed that the people of Sas-
katchewan, after their gruelling experience dut-
ing the years of drouth and depression, will re-
member the fluctuating character of their econ-
omy. Cautious spending in the good years, and
the storing up of financial strength against the
vears of adversity, is plainly the prudent course.

The Prices Board has issued an order, effec-
tive immediately, designed to control the shori-
age of feathers and down needed for such mil-
itary requirements as sleeping bags. It applies
to new or used feathers and down from geese,
ducks, chickens and turkeys. Under the or-
der, no poultry farmer or dealer in poultry or
feathers who during the year acquires more than
25 pounds of feathers may destroy them with-
out written permissim of A, C. Guthrie,
administrator of upholstered metal furniture and
bedding. Except for processors and manufac-
turers, no one may keep for longer than 10 days
more than 100 pounds of down, duck or goose
feathers.  Although the amount on hand of
down, duck or goose fcathers may be less than
100 pounds, if the combined weight of the three
products is mare than 230 pounds it must not be
kept more than 10 days. The 1o-day limit ap-
plies also to 500 pounds, total combined weights,
of chicken and turkey feathers,

If there’s nothing new under the sun a war-
time use for herring scales which has develop-
ed must at least come pretty close to contradicts
g the old maxim, says Fisheries News Bulletin
The scales are used now in manufacturing a pre
paration which has been found effective in put
ting out fires of a particular type, and a type
which is particularly difficult to handie. Just
how the preparation is made, how the scales are
utilized, what property they have which gives
them usefulness in this regard, these are tech-
nical points which, for good reason, will at pre-
sent be left aside here, even though a natural
curiosity may thus be left unsatisfied. The fact
remains that scales which herring once carried
about with them in the water have been finding
themselves transformed into a substance which
puts out fires which water won't extinguish.
Hitherto, the only use for herring scales has heen
in the manufacture of ‘pearl essence,” which, in
turn, is used in manufacturing artificial pearls,
material for pearl knife-handles, and so om.
Scales have been collected for this purpose on
both coasts of Canada, though of late years
only in southwestern New Brunswick.  Last
year there were shipments from bath British
Columbia and New Brunswick, but most of
them probably went into fire protection work,
not pearl-making. In 1941 the New Brunswick
scales brought unearly $4 a hundred-weight but

Sheet are filled with signed Stamp-
O-Grams, the Tally Sheet itself will
be signed withh the name of com-
munity where the stamp sales were
made.

The complete epth  Charge
Tally Sheet is then to be turned
in to the local Nat‘onal War Fin-
ance Commiitee who will forward
it to the Publicity Section, Naval
Services, Ottawa. They, in turn,
will send the Tally Sheet to one
of Canada's fichting ships as a
tangible demonstratien  to  our
sajlors that the people at home are
solidly tehind them!

OTTAWA: The use of joss sticks
to keep mosquitoes away s just an
aold Canadian custom, according to
a booklet of information of Can-
ada supgplicd to air {rainees sent to
this country bv the Royal Air Force.
A litile blue -book, to fit into an
airman's vest pocket, it is called:
“When You Go to Canada.”
Though the first edition of this
work is still being supplied to R.
A. F. personnel arrjving in Can-
ada, steps are being taken to re-
vise it or replace with another book-
let clcser to the true elements of
Canadian life.

To read the R. A. F. booklet is
to see how difficult it is to com-
press the C-nadian scene into a few
thousand words for a stranger ar-
riving for the first time. Here is
what the booklet says about mos-
quitoes:

“Mnsquitoes are persistent and
numerous. They feed on anybody
they can f{ind, and although the
consequences are not very serious
they are very uncomfortable —Cit-
ronella oil, which can be bought al-
most everywhere, keep most of the
mosquitoes away. When sittirg out
of doors during the summer ei\n-
ings, joss sticks which burn with
pungent fumes discourage the pests,
and you will see many people sitt-
ing on the vorches of their houses
facing a smudge composed of damp
straw which smolders with a heavy
smoke ’

Sports, the Englishman is in-
formed, with the exception of crie-
ket, are practically the same as in
England: “In the fall (their word
for autumn) football js common.”
the notes continue, “but played with
a difference. Lacrosse is a fast and
furious game. calling for great skill.
It has been called ‘hockey in the
air.’” Baseball takes the bplaces of
cricket in the summer, “fast, no
idlers game”

All the essentials of a pleasur-
able life are there, the booklet re-
ports, “hut thev may not alwavs
overcome bovedom and homesick-
ness "

There are observations on the
difference In money in Canada,
compared with the English sys-
tem. notes on prices and costs, and
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A Product of General Foods |

plenty of advice on many subjects.
The writer evidently had been to
Canada, for in scme respects the
tooklet shows familiarity. In others-
the writer has relied on hearsay.
He goes on:

“Unless you have peen in Can-
ada before, there is not the slightest
doubt that a surprise is awaiting
vou. The pace of life is different.
Dress differs in some hard to cis-
caover particulars, There is an sir
of speed everywhere. Even people
who have no particular reason to be
hurrying still seem to be in a hurry.
Locomatives have bells and deep-
thi.ated  whistles. They carry
searchlights on the long runs, just
as & car in peacetime carries head-
lamps. And for the same reason.
The driver likes to see his road.
There may, even, be a cow on the
line . ...

“Ice cream parlors dp good busi-
ness. North America consumes a
vast quantity of soft drinks and ice
cream. Drug stores are not chem-
ists shops pure and simple. They
usually have a ‘soda fcuntain ' And
there you can take your ice cream
sodas, or jce creams  or light re-
r‘reshments. Which leads to the fact

that the Canadians do, or certaln-
ly used to, make a lunch of ice
cream and a sandwhich very ire-
quently.”

What about this? “Breakfasts are
hearty. There may even be a fried
steak and hashed potatoes some-
times. Not our home way of doing
it; but their way. and it has been
found agreeable.”

The R A. F. booklet says some
nice things about Canada: “Within
a day or twa the adaptable man
will be wondering why the Canad-
jan way was never tried at home.
This is precisely the attitude that
your canadian colleagues would re-
sp. .d to so swiftly as to be over-
whelming. The good friend arrives
quickly.”

As for the winter in Canada, the
R.A.F. newcomer is warned: “Get
into the habit of looking at the
thermometer. if you intend to steer
clear of frostbite. Frastbite develops
rapidly and attacks the exposed
skin without much warming. Treat
the possibility with respect, and it
a well-intentioned  passerby sud-
denly stops vou and begins to rub
your ears with snow, treat him as
a friend. not an enemy.
