more in familiar contact with the
people than the Government of the
Dcminion,  They educated them,
built their roads, looked after their
health, provided for their social
and economic needs in various
ways, and administered fheir laws.

debt in round numbers is $1,700,-
000,000, with an anual carrying
rcharge of $162,700,000. The spe-
cial taxes imposed to cover this an-
niual charge faiied to meet it by
$6,000,000." The total cost of ad-
ministering ‘Canada’s affairs since
{Ccnfederation  was only 36 per
cent, of the cost of the war, which
would give some idea of the bur-
dens imposed on the Dominfon, and
which included $1,323,000,000 mat-
uring liabilitles included in the
years 1928 to 1934, It was obvi-
cus that while ‘“nuisance taxes”
had been abolished, certain other
imposts would have to be maintain-
ed. At the same time, he wished
to combat the idea that Canada
wag more highly taxed than other
countries, As a matter of fact,
the only other country that was
lcwer in per capita taxation was
the United States. Coming to the
income  tax he explained that 80
per cent. came
Quebec and principally from corpor-
aticns, not that these provinces
were. better able tc afford it, but
because the headquarters of the
railway corporations, banks in-
surance companies, whclesale es-
tablishments, all doing business all
over the Dominjon, and
Toronto and Montreal and taxes
