ALLIES DECREE BREAK
UP OF TWO EMPIRES

CHICAGO, May 27—In a communi-
cation to the Chicago Daily News from
Florence, Italy, dated April 14, Edgar
Ansel Mowrer, a staff correspondent
of that newspaper, says the Allies
have already framed terms of peace
in accordance with a compact entered
into last year, He says Great Britain,
France, Russia and Italy last year, en-
tered ‘into a compact of 14 years’ du-

vision for peace the disintegrati on the
German Empire, Austria-Hungary and
Turkey to be wiped off the map, an
independent nation to be made of Bo-
hemia and the cession of Constantion-
ple to Russia.

Mr. Mowrer says his information
comes from a diplomat cof high stand-
ing and adds:

“According to my informant, be-
tween April 256 and April 27, 1915,
representatives of the four larger na-
tions now on the side of the Allies,
sitting in conference in Paris, drew
up an agreement, some of the condi-
tions of which deserve to hey made
known. / ¥

“The four nations bound them-
selves in close alliance for 14 years
from the date of signing; that is, until
approximately May 1, 1929,

“If completely successful in the pre-
sent war, they are determined to im-
pose stringent and definite conditions
of peace which result decidedly to the
advantage of all of them.

“Germany will be compelled to re-
linquish certain parts of. Schleswlg to
Denmark.

“Heligoland passes to Great Britain,
“Belgium, restored, annexes the grand
duchy of Luxemburg and perhaps
slightly extends territory on the east.

“France takes possession of Alsace-
Lorraine.

“Germany cedes all that was Poland
