To get back to the subject of
bounties. This summer the Gov-
ernment, at the request of the
sportsmen, placed a bounty of 10
cents on every pair of crow’s feet
turned in at the bounty office. A
few days ago I made it a point to
inquire how many feet had been
turned In ..... the exact total
of four pairs. The bounty office
paid 40 cents out of pocket and
didn't bother to bill the Province
for it. There were more Ccrovs
shot than that number. I myself
bettered that mark. Others I know
were like myself . ... dldn't take
the trouble to turn them in,

It would be different with fox
pelts but how are we to know how
many foxes were killed as the re-
sult of the bounty if such a thing
happened that one was placed on
the fox. I have personal know-
ledge of over 60 foxes being killed
by hunters over hounds this win-
ter and I also know of a consider-
able number of red pelts that have
been held from last season on ac-
count of the low price. I would
estimate offhand that to date
there are hundreds of red fox
pelts in the province. Some of
them fresh pelts, others pelts held
over from last season or the sea-
son before that.
