The most importanty job, after a
garden is planted, 1s cuitivat.on.
‘There are others, too, and they
should not be neglected but of all
of tem the experts agiee, iimely
cultivaxcn neads the list, The maj-
or object is not just to desuoy
weeds, though that is a valuab.e
by-product, but to stir up the soil,
to check evaporation let in aw, and
to generally produce g healthy en-
vironment for the growing plants.

After heavy rains which will
pound the soil flat and encourage
hard surface baking when the sun
comes out, it is especially desirable
to go over the garden with a cul-
tivator. In the small Victory plot
or flower bed, cultivation can be
carried out with a hand tool. Where
the establishment is larger, a rake,
thand-drawn cultivator or a horse or
motor powered scuffler or cultivator
will do the work.

Most professionals make it a reg-
ular practice to cultivate once &
week during June and early July,
and especially after each heavy
rain. One should be careful, how-
ever, not to work the soil when it
is tsill wet and soggy. This will do
more harm than good and it is li-

lavle to pack the ground into hard

lumps which will bake in the hot
sun. It is important to wait until
the zwden soil remains moist but
not muddy.

Weed Killing

Weed killing is also important.
the authorities point out. = These
things not only disfigure the trim
garden but they rob the soil of fert-
ilizer and moisture needed by the
vegetables and flowers. A weekly
cultivation and one or two thor-
ough weedings early in the season
will usually handle these things.

Thinning

This is another vital job. espec-
jally with those vegetables and
flowers which it is impossible to
sow thinly or which we must plant
close together originally in case
germination is poor or weavy insect
damage feared. Carrots, beets, pars-
nips and such vegetables should be
thinned to two to four inches apart
in the rows. It is not necessary to
space any more widely, as three or
four inches will permit early de-
velopment and then by pulling
avery other plant for the first few
meals, there is room left for later
and fuller developmnt.

With bigger plants, eight to ten
inches apart, or three or four vines
or olant to each hill is sufficient.
