DENVER, Colo.,, June 26.—(U.P.)
—Millions of dollars have been
“thrown into holes in the ground”
in Colorado.

Known for the gorgeous vista
presented by her mountains, Colo-
rado may become famed for the
length and quantity of her tun-
nels, Already she has some of the
most famous in the country,

The Moffat Tunnel is the most
famous of all and was constructed
at a cost of millions of dollars, for
railroad use, as a cut-off through
the mountains, The tunnel hacdly
had gotten well under way until it
was the subject of a controversy
which had gone through most of
the courts in the land, not to men-
tion the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission,

Railroads, and taxpayers, who
must pay for the tunnel, are battl-
ing over its uses.

The big bore is 64 miles in
length, and is but one of 52 tun-
nels on the Denver and Salt Lake
Rallway between Denver and Craig,
Colo. - Altogether the tunnels total
some 10.6 miles,

The Denver and Rio Grande
Western, another railroad, has
more than two miles of tunnela in
Colorado.

A five-mile tunnel carries irri-
gation water from the Gunnison
River to the Uncompaghre valley.

The Busk-Ivanhoe tunnel, a part
of state highway No. 104, near the
once famous mining camp of Lead-
ville, Colo,, is nearly two miles long.

The Shoshone tunnel, a water
