TO TALK TO EUROPE
BY WIRELESS 'PHONE

NEW YORK. Jan. 30— The re-
markable feat of telephonic communij-
cation hetween New York and San
Francisco,
undoubtedly will be followed before
the end of the year by a similar_ ac-
hievement with the wireless telephone
according to Peter Cooper Hewitf, the
inventor who says it soon will he pos-
sible to talk across the Atlantic by
wireless telephone.

In the labratory in the tower of
Madison Square Garden. Mr. Hewitt
gave the first demonstration of his in-
vention to a reporter for The Times.
It is an oscillator comprising a gas
and vapor device and electrical con:
nections suited for wireless telephony
and telegraphy, by means of which he
said it was possible to transmit mes.
sages to greater distances.

The vacuum tube and its electrical
connections representing the receiv-
ing station in Mr. Hewitt's laboratory
occupied the centre of the room. In
the corner was a booth where were
set up a transmitter and phonograph.

“We bhave to use a phonograph.”

explained Mr, Hewitt, “bécause we're
too busy to think up something to
say when we're actually experiment-
ing with the oscillator.
«The sending station is equipped
with an aerial swinging outside the
window of the tower. The sounds are
produced in the booth inside the la.
boratory and go out over the exter-
ier aerials an adre received again
over the exterior aerials.. When the
current was turned into the oscillator
last night the vacuum tnbes emitted

Mr. Hewitt said his experimenta-
tion had proved that articulation ob-
tained through this instrument was
even motre perfect than that obtained
over ordintry telephone wires. Its
perfection will now overcome the ne-
cessity of having a telephone circuit.
Circuits may be formed in part of
air and wire.

“From my experience it will now be
possible not only to operate over

KING PAID DEFICIT.

LCNDOXN, Jan, 29—King George
personally made up a deficit of about
£8,000 ($40,000) to cover the cost of
gifts sent by :Princess Mary to the
British army and navy. They con-
sisted of pipes, tobacco and cigarettes
contained in handsome glass boxes.

The idea originated K with Princess
Mary, in whose name the public fund
for collecting monéy for the purpose
was opened in; October last, Contracts
were entered into with nine different
firms for supplying the articles in
question and the prices under the con-
tracts amounted to  £154,000. The
total sum collected by the Princess,
when ‘the fund closed, amounted to
£148,000, and; about £2,000 went to
office expenses, printing and adver-
tising.

Sir Ernest Cassel offered to make
up the deficiency, but the King de-
cided not to accept the offer and made
good out of his own pocket.

COURT MARTIAL FOR
WAR CORRESPONDENT.

LONDON, Jan. 30.— Lucein A, Jon-
es, son of Henry Arthur Jones, a play-
wright, now in New York, was arrest-
ed in Dunkirk. He is the Daily Chro-
nicle’s war correspondent, He was
once expelled from Dunkirk, but slip-
ped back. The French authorities
thereupon jaited him. It is the first in-
stance where a correspondent faces
serious charges.

Jones was endeavoring to make
the Belgian' lines, despite  French
prohibition. If the charges which are
lodged against him - are proved, he
may get a few months in prison, al-
though official efforts are being made
Yo procure his immediate release.
