The “autumn moult”, as it is
termed, always takes place on the
breeding grounds, and all migrants
must be over this, and fully feath-
ered, before they are able to be-
gin the long flight. As some
species nesting in the far north
actually start south fairly early in
July (and this applies to a num-
ber of shore birds), it means that
for them the so-called ‘“autumn
moult” really happens in summer.
However, most land birds that we
see near our homes are moulting
in early August, others still later.
They keep low in the bushes while
this operation is taking place, and
so we miss their presence, and
their singing also, for they are
silent now. Although the moult is
accomplished in a manner that
gives them the least possible trou-
ble, nevertheless flight is falrly
difficult with feathers missing.
Nature has arranged that not
too many feathers are shed at a
time, and that this is done in
pairs: similar  feathers falling
from both sides of the bird at
once. For instance, the middle
feather from the left wing and
the middle feather from the right
wing are absent simultancously.
Balance is secure.

For some species, with Thrushes
a good example, this is the only
complete moult of the year. The
so-called “spring moult”, which is

accomplished before birds leave
their winter quarters, is quite
different: only extremely worn
feathers are replaced by new
ones, the rest have just their

points cast off.

Even baby birds have a com-
plete moult ere they leave us.
Most of our perching hirds are
born with little tufts of down here
and there. Soon tiny feathers
break through the skin, a few
each day appearing symmetrically,
but looking like little spines be-
cause they are rolled up. Grad-
ually they unfurl. But this youth-
ful plumage does not last long.
The tiny feathers are pushed out
p_v larger ones that are growing,
just as baby teeth are pushed out
by bigger ones coming in. This
happens evenly, one at a time on
either side. .
Contrary to the rule,
Geese, and Swans lose all
flight feathers at once, and
therefore

to the rescue to a certain extent.
Bright plumaged males moult in
such a manner that, for a time,
they wear a peculiar, nondescript
costume, called “eclipse plumage”.
